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ANNOTATION OF THE DOCTORAL THESIS

The importance and necessity of the theme of the thesis. The epic poem
“Alpomish” 1s the most valuable monument of the Uzbek people’s ingenious
folklore. Patriotism, bravery, unity and creativeness are glorified in every version
of this epic poem listed in the repertory of Uzbek Bakhshi. This majestic epic
poem, being the Uzbek people’s national pride, has given every person great
spiritual force over the past centuries. Therefore, “Alpomish” is considered to be
an invaluable heroic epic poem representing the Uzbek people’s uniqueness and
glorifying their historic development. The president of the Republic of Uzbekistan
|.Karimov wrote that the Uzbek people, striving to maintain this uniqueness since
ancient times, have brought up their children in the spirit of patriotism, gallantry
and honour to sacrifice themselves for their compatriots. In this sense the precious
gem of national oral works “Alpomish” represents the heroic song, which has been
passing down from generation to generation, showing the uniqueness of the Uzbek
people. If the Uzbek people’s long and glorious history is represented by the epics,
“Alpomish” represents outstanding couplet of these epics'.

The epic poem “Alpomish” depicts the valour of the young men, who cherish
honour and consider heroic history of the Uzbek people, their hearth and home,
and their calmness to be sacred. Everything that is depicted in “Alpomish™ has
exerted a big influence on artistic imagery and aesthetic views of Central Asian
peoples. In relation with this, definition of archaic plot that had made appearance
of plot of the epic poem, illumination of its evolutionary stages from the repertory
of local “Bakhshi” and research for their influences on the epics of other nations is
the actual assignments for the folklorists.

Historical-typological features of the Uzbek national heroic epics have been
studied only in terms of folklore materials of Central Asian Turkic peoples up to
the present time. General features of the epics of non-Turkic nations have been
examined only in comparison with Homer’s “The Odyssey”. However, researchers
have not paid attention to the study of the influence of Turkic epics on the
folklores of East Asian peoples including Korean. They have not figured out the
problems of genetic similarities and common features of heroic epics of these
peoples, either. Whereas, while the Uzbeks, especially the epic narrators from
traditional epic performing school of eastern Uzbek area still perform such ancient
epic poem as “Alpomish”, the Koreans have preserved the ancient performing
traditions through epic songs, shaman songs and Pansori. One of those great epic
poems, which have played an important role in the development of exclusive
national spirituality of the Korean people, is the epic poem “Jumong” regarded as
one of the oldest model of Korean folk tales. In view of the fact that epic singers
performed this epic poem, it is recognized as archaic model of heroic epics.

Lofty ideas expressed in “Alpomish” have contributed a lot to the spiritual
renovation of the Uzbek people just as much as the Korean heroic epic poem

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“Jumong” represents one of the emotional props constituting the root of
development of Korea. This testifies how close to each other the mental values of
these two peoples are. The president of the Republic of Uzbekistan I. Karimov,
indicating that South Korea can be ranked among forward nations in such a short
period and stating several factors that made such impetuous development possible,
writes that the Korean people in the course of building their state have turned into a
great creative force, whereas they are highly appraised for their spirituality®.
Therefore, it is important to testify essential characteristics of epic imagery of these
two nations and common features appeared in their ancient traditional origins of
folk tales, based on the comparative analysis of the national heroic epic poems
“Alpomish” and “Jumong”.

Research on the study of genetic origins of the Uzbek and Korean folk tales
will elevate the level of epic study of Korea. Since the researchers, who have
studied the history, advancement and law of development of the Korean folklores,
consider that the genesis of heroic epic poems ascends to epic traditions of Central
Asian peoples. It is necessary to pursue a comparative research of the Korean
heroic epics with one of the ancient heroic epic poems of Turkic peoples in order
to evolve these scientific views, i.e. to establish academic concepts that genesis of
the Korean national epic poem ascends to the archaic tales of “Paleolithic-Asian
culture” created in ancient Central Asia. On the basis of comparative study of the
outstanding model of the Korean folklore “Jumong” and Uzbek heroic epic poem
“Alpomish” it is essential to figure out the history of its origin and law of
historical-evolutionary development.

Relevance of the study to the principal directions of the development of
science and technology in the Republic of Uzbekistan. This investigation fully
corresponds to the principal directions for advances in science and technology in
the Republic of Uzbekistan under DITD 1 — “The mental, moral, cultural and
economic development of democratic and legal society.”

International scientific research on this topic of the thesis. The process of
wide-ranging study of ancient eposes that have made a great contribution to the
advancement of folk arts and culture all over the world began at the end of 20th
century. Such folk arts include “Alpomish”, “Gorogli”, ‘“Manas”, “Geser”,
“Ramayana”, “Kalevala”, etc. In association with reinforcing traditions of analysis
of folklore texts in the context of culture we begin to witness the new phase of
interpretations of substantial folklores in theoretical-methodological ways. In
respect that folk epic being performed in oral tradition is interpreted in Europe as a
peculiar syncretic phenomenon (artistic text performed in words has a musical
form - everyday life context by way of ritual or manners), folk epic has been
studied from philological, ethnographic and artistic point of view.

The study of epic poems is characterized by the new methodological
approaches primarily in structural-typological, functional-semantic and analytical
methods, too. As a result of new researches it came to be known that epic works
reflecting the history of ethnicity, tendencies of development, peculiar

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development of national poetic thoughts and relation with literary traditions of
other nations are the paragons of cultural heritage.

According to the theory of contemporary epos study, heroic epic poems are
the artistic and aesthetic gem personifying artistic evolution of poetic thinking so
that we can find the epic interpretation of historic events and socio-cultural
relations associated with formulation of state in these epic poems. In relation with
the study of unique features of national epic poems, high emphasis is placed on the
investigation of their historic-genetic foundations and problems of typology
connected with historical development of ethnicity. Important conclusions on the
specification of unique features of the type of epic poem performers, comparative-
typological nature of folk epics, history of their formation and the study of the
origins of these works were derived especially from the investigations conducted
by folklorists of Bonn University and Harvard University.

There comes into being a tradition in the international folkloristics, which
interprets the origins of heroic epic poems in terms of evolutionary development of
heroic tales and epic songs. As a result, new classifications of folk epics such as
shaman epic songs, heroic epics, romantic epics and historic epics have turned up.
When we take into account these classifications, it is quite necessary to reconsider
the ruling views on the origins of heroic epics.

Doctoral degree on this subject: The Uzbek and Korean heroic epic poems
have been the subject of extensive and profound studies. Therefore, this issue has
been widely reviewed in the first chapter of the thesis. In Uzbekistan, the epic
poem “Alpomish” has been studied at various levels by scholars such as
G.O0.Yunusov, V.M.Jirmunski, H.T.Zarifov, M.Afzalov, M.Saidov, T.Goziboev,
M.Murodov, T.Mirzaev, K.Imomov, M.Juraev, S.Yuldosheva, A.Ergashev,
l.Yormatov, Sh.Turdimov, J.Eshonqulov, O.Madaev and others".

This research aims to identify such actual issues as alternative versions of the
epic poems, historical plot lines, the content of the main motifs, ideological-literary
peculiarities, geneology of the figures, poetics and the position of the poems in

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contemporary spiritual-cultural life. These ideas and the suggested theoretical point
of views are the strong scientific pillars to identify the issues raised in the
comparative study of the epic poems “Alpomish” and “Jumong”.

The history of epic songs and the forming process of Pansori genre in the
context of ancient shaman epics have been being studied by such Korean scholars
as Jo Dongil, Jo Yeonsuk, Gang Jinok, Suh, Daesuk, Park Jongsung etc*. Another
Korean scholar Yi Byeongdu has laid foundation of the plot of the epic poem
“Jumong” in close mutual relation with the history of the ancient Korean state
Buyeo®. In his research Kim Dujin has come to conclusion that the first plot of the
epic poem “Jumong” made its appearance thanks to development of cosmogonic
myths of Goguryeo®.

It is clear that until the present time there is no research or published articles
dedicated to the comparative study of the folklores of these two nations and the
study of the most perfect models of the Uzbek and Korean folkloric works. The
present work may be considered the first monographic study exploring this area.

The connection of the thesis with the action plan on scientific-research
works is reflected in the following programs:

Scientific project number AKS-2012-R-18 (2012-2013) entitled “A Study on
Shaman of the Uzbek people and Korean Epic Poetry” (V36ek momoHH3MH Ba
KOPEHC AMUK MEbPUSITUHUHT TAAKUKHN);

Fundamental Scientific Project number F1 — FA-innovation 2012-1-8 (2012 —
2016) under the title “Preparation for publication of the 100 volume literary
treasure of the Uzbek folklore and the problems with textual investigation.”

The purpose of the research: The main purpose of this research work is as
follows:

to state the historical basis of the Uzbek and Korean national heroic epic
poems and their specific features;

to give evidence on the role of shaman mythology in the process of shaping of
heroic epic poems and its subsequent development;

to depict features common to the heroic epic poems of both nations.

The tasks of the research: According to the general aim, the following
concrete tasks are put forward:

to analyze the background reviews of the epic poems “Alpomish” and
“Jumong” comparatively;

to carry out a comparative-typological analysis of the plot structure of the epic
poems “Alpomish” and “Jumong” and the sequences of common motifs;

to review shaman mythology and the problems of its impact on the evolution
of the epos;

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to prove the syncretic character of singing the ancient type of epic poems and
the evidence of specific elements in the ancient performances of shamanic Bards;

to prove the formulation of archaic samples of heroic epic poems of shaman
mythology;

to prove the role of ancient shaman heroic epic poems by depicting the stages
of evolution of the epic poems “Alpomish” and “Jumong”;

to investigate the system of shamanism and heroism in the scope of sequences
of shamanism and epic thinking with the help of the epic poems “Alpomish” and
“Jumong”;

to prove the commonalities in traditional Uzbek culture regarding three realms
(Heaven, terrestrial world and underground world) with the “Chon-ji-in
philosophy” which considered the most important philosophic basis of the Korean
culture;

to identify the common characters of the unconsciousness of each nation
through the comparative study of the epic poems “Alpomish” and “Jumong” based
on the method of psychoanalysis;

to review the sequential evolution of the epic motifs related to the leading
characters of the epic poem in the scope of a general plot.

Object of the research. In the process of writing the research, material from
the Folklore Archive of the Language and Literature Institute and Central State
Archive in Korea, as well as published samples of the oral-epic works of art
“Alpomish” and “Jumong” were used as the main sources.

Subjects of theresearch. The scientific results acquired from the study on the
Uzbek and Korean epics, the genesis of epics, the stages of historical-chronological
development of epics, and the specific features of the national oral epic poems.

Methods of the research. As part of the research process, comparative-
typological, historical-comparative, and spiritual-analytical methods were used.

Effect of this scientific research: The main effect of this research work is as
follows:

The comparative-typological analysis of the formulation and chronological
developmental issues of the Uzbek and Korean oral-epic poems in the literary-
cognitive context of Central Asian people were studied for the first time in the field
of folklore;

The classification of traditional motifs of the Uzbek and Korean heroic epos
have been investigated through the comparative-typological, comparative-
historical, spiritual- analytic methods for the first time;

Studies of shaman traditions and ancient mythology based on diffusions of
ethnic oral-epic poems verify that the archaic versions of heroic epic poems could
turn up owing to evolutionary development of shaman mythology and its
immediate influence;

To establish the origin of heroic poems and their relation to ancient shaman
mythology, traditions of performing archaic shaman songs and shaman epics, their
parallel development, and the role of traditions and archaic shaman epics in the
foundation of heroic epics;
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Mutual characteristics of structural-semantic features of “the classification of
courageousness” concerning the peculiarities of heroic epos to be defined
considering leading features belonging to the nature of archaic epos;

Through a comparison of the oral-epic poems “Alpomish” and “Jumong” the
evolutional stages of myth epic thoughts in the historical-folkloric process are
indicated, and the typological peculiarities and national-ethnic characteristics of
the heroic epics defined,;

The expression of unconscious feelings which arises in poetic images and in
the form of spiritual condition or divine spirit are the original artistic value of oral
works. The research of symbols in the epic works by way of psycho-analytic
method make it possible to illuminate the essence and poetic nature of these epic
works.

Authenticity of the results has been confirmed that the methods solving the
problems posed in this dissertation are based on the contemporary academic
concepts and theories of the world folklore research. Familiarity of unique features
and genetic roots of Uzbek and Korean national heroic epos are defined by
comparative analysis of both literary texts.

Theoretical and practical value of the results of the research. The results
of this research can be widely applied for the comparative-typological study of the
epic poems of nations of the the world and the creation of fundamental artworks
revealing the specifics of epic works of each nation.

The scientific-theoretical conclusion and summaries of the research can be
used as a source for organizing and conducting special courses and workshops
dedicated to Uzbek and Korean folklore. The monographs and articles published
regarding to the topic of the research can be widely used for conducting lectures
and practical activities related with folk literature, comparative literature, world
literature and etc.

The object and subject of the research. In the process of writing the
research the materials of the Folklore Archive of the Language and Literature
Institute of the Academy of Science of the Republic of Uzbekistan and Central
State Archive in Korea and also the published samples of the oral-epic artwork
“Alpomish” and “Jumong” were used as the main sources.

Application of the results of the research. The results of academic research
have been applied as belows:

1. The clarification of the origins of heroic epics and the mythological roots of
epic poems plots, and the research results are applied in the academic works of
Yashar Kalafat, the title of which is “The analysis of belief which is related to God
of the sky in the mythology of Turkic nations”(“Altaylar’dan Anadolu’ya kamizm:
baslangictan giiniimiize Tengricilik — Gok tengri inang sistemi, Istanbul, 2004).

2. The subjects such as the genetive history of the epic poem “Jumong”, the
formation of motives, the development of Korean epic poems genres and the
narratives forms are being analyzed by following Korean scholars: “Kim Sujung,
Narrative Literature and Folklore in Korea-Bogosa, 2013; #l%. gl=<

3. The importance of “Alpomish”, which is one of the most prominent literary
works in the world literature, the Bakhshes’ creative role in the performance of the
Uzbek epics and the history of formation of Uzbek epics are being applied in the
following academic research project: The fundamental research porject in the title
of F1 — «FA-inovation 2012-1-8 -The preparation of 100 volumes for the memorial
Uzbek folk epic poems and problems in learning its texts» carried out by the
Institute of Language and Literature. As a result, the Institute has published | — IV
volumes from 2012 through 2013. The historical origins of various versions of
Alpomish, its main motives and characters are studied and analyzed in this project.

Approbation of the research. The results of the research have been delivered
to the public by presentations at 9 scientific-practical conferences, for instances, it
was approbated at the 7 international conferences, such as, “International
symposium on the science of Altai” (Istanbul, 2011), “Literary Education and
Youth Education” (Tashkent, 2011), “Actual Problems of teaching “World
Literature”” (Tashkent, 2011), “International conference on the science of Korean
Language: Historical, economic, cultural relations between Uzbekistan and Korea”
(Tashkent, 2011), “International Scientific Conference of the organization
“Hankuk Ono Munhak Kyoyuk Hakhe held in Tashkent State Pedagogical
University” (Tashkent, 2011), “The problems of studying the Culture of Foreign
Eastern People” (Osaka, 2013), “International symposium dedicated to new
paradigms in the eastern States” (Seoul, 2013), “Cultural and Economic criteria on
the Silk Road” (Degum, 2013).

Publications of the results. 35 works (1 monograph, 15 scientific articles, 19
thesis of the scientific lecture) concerning the theme of the dissertation, among
them 9 scientific articles have been published in the International journals.

Structure and content of the thesis: The thesis consists on the Introduction,
4 main Chapters, Conclusion and Bibliography, and constitutes 232 pages.

THE MAIN CONTENT OF THE THESIS

In the “Introduction” part of the thesis the information about the actuality of
the theme, the degree of investigation of the research, the aim and tasks, scientific
novelty, object of the research, the theoretical and practical value of the research,
the application and piloting, publication of the results, the structure and content of
the research have been given.

The first chapter of the research starts with the section under the title of
“Theoretical basis for the research of Korean folklore”.

As is known, for reviewing Korean literary folklore artworks the mythological
theory of M. Elides, spiritual-analytical method belonging to the representatives of
the school of psychoanalysis direction and the theory of investigating the folklore
artworks of V. Propp from the structural-morphologic point of view have been
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taken as a basis. The study of M. Elides and the theoretical® points of view
forwarded by him have a great influence on the study of religious-mythological
Imaginations in Korea, likewise on the study of folklore and history of literature.
His views concerning the relations to myth, cult and ritual are the primary
theoretical concepts of the ancient Korean mythology.

The methods and main theoretical concepts of the representatives of psycho-
analytical school who went on the way of depicting the essence of human cognitive
thinking by means of spiritual-analytical method are put forward also in the works
of Z. Freud® and K. Jung®. They defined the existence of “psychoanalytical
paradigms” and archetypes of the human feeling in the folklore artworks.
Archetype is a mythological imagination that is a continuous interpretation of the
fantastic reality in the history of human thoughts and it is effectively applied to
interpreting inner feelings and thoughts of bard in the Korean folklore.

The concepts® of V. Propp concerning the historical basis of magic fairytales,
who was the first person on studying historical-typological and historical-
comparative features of literary evolution and foundation of fairytales, serve as a
leading criteria of structural-semantic features of the epic plot of Korean folklore.

Korean epic poems have been interpreted in two ways, the first aimed at
studying the national peculiarities of the epos and the second aimed at analyzing
Korean epos in the context of the folklore of Eastern Asian countries. Epic songs
have been studied by such scholars as Jo Dongil, Jo Yonsuk, Gang Jinok and
others®. Shaman epic poems have been researched by Seo Daesok, Bak Jongsong
and Gang Jongsuk®. Seo Daesok defined the genre “Pansori” in the context of the
ancient shaman epos as a result of the development of Korean national folklore’.
Bak Jongsong investigated the motifs related to the supernatural birth of the hero®.
Gang Jongsik studied the oral epic poems recorded from shamans living on Jeju
island from a structural-semantic point of view’.

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Much research has been carried out on the genre of Pansori as a sample of the
epos in the Korean science of folklore.! Likewise, the epics of other nations of
East Asia, their ways of performing them, and the developmental stages have also
been studied.? This research suggests ideas regarding a possible definition of
specific developmental features of epic thought at different times, based on the
specific and unique features of oral epic poems originated in different nations.

The second section of the first chapter is called “The sources and research
history of the oral epic poem “Jumong.” The traditions of Korean folklore have
become popular during the “Three States Period”. During that period up until the
4-7™ centuries, live oral performance became popular. From the Goryeo dynasty
(918-1392) people started to record folkloric works by means of Chinese
characters. For instance, the versions of the epos about Jumong were changed into
written form from oral works®. Events related to foundation of the Goguryeo
dynasty (37-668 B.C.) were the basis of the plot of this oral epic poem”.

Older versions of the Korean oral epic story were written in many books as

“Guangetowangbi”, “Moudumyoji”, “Chon-khon-song myojimyong”,
“Chonnamsanmyojimyong”,  “Yunghua Goguryeo Dongmyongwanringbi”,
“Samguksagi”, “Samgukyusa”, “Donggukisanggukjib”, “Jewangungi”,

up to now and whose oral epic versions have reached us.

Written sources about Jumong and ancient Korean heroic epics related to his
name including various interpretations such as “the Script on the memory stone
dedicated to the Queen” (Guanggetodaewangbi), the legend written on the
tombstone in the cemetery “Moduri,” “Viso,” a script about the lives of great
people (The Legend of “Goguryeo™), “Husamguksa” (the date of Geumwa, 1193),
the legend of Goguryeo as written in the “Samguksagi” (“Sijo
Dongmyonsongwang”) and “Samgukyusa” (Goguryeo, Part 1) have been reviewed
in the thesis.

The Japanese scholar Nakamichiyo, the first author of research dedicated to
studying the oral epic poem “Jumong,” defined the relations between the
mythological imagery concerning the foundation of Buyeo and the mythology of
Goguryeo. The earliest mythological plot regarding Jumong began to be narrated
during the period of Buyo. Lately it has been formulated as the archaic epos of the
Goguryeo people. The basis of Goguryeo mythology constitutes the legends of
Buyo®. Korean scholar Lee Byeongdo has proven that the genesis of the plot of the

oral epic poem “Jumong” is connected with the period of Buyo State’. Kim Duijin
argued that as a result of the development of cosmogenic mythology related to the
God of the Heaven in Goguryeo, the early plot of the oral epic poem “Jumong” had
appeared 2. Consequently, the oral epic poem based on the archaic epos and the fact
that it emerged due to the unity of the mythology of aborigines and tribes who
came from the north, confers it heroic characteristics.

Japanese scholar Akihida considered the mythological imagery related to the
birth of Jumong from the ray of the Sun as an important piece of evidence for the
interrelationship of the people of the Northern and Southern areas of Goguryeo
with the help of the supernatural birth of Jumong as he came out of an egg”. The
scholar Gim Hwakyong noted that the genesis of the myth of the creation of the
universe from an egg is related to the “culture of Paleolithic Asia™. Kim Yolgyu
notes that the structural elements of the oral-epic poem “Jumong” (being born
supernaturally from an egg — being thrown away — being separated from the
country —fulfilling the given tasks) have close relation with the legends depicted
in shaman initiation with the structure of the Siberian Turkic folklore®.

Therefore, the comparative analysis of the oral epic poem “Jumong” with the
national epos appeared stemming from the culture of Paleolithic Asia will serve to
prove that the root of Korean oral epic poetry is related to the performance of
Central Asian heroic epics.

The third section of this chapter titled as “The history of studying the oral-epic
poem “Alpomish” analyzes the issues related to the recording, publishing and
studying process of this epos. Especially, G.O. Yunusov copied out some episodes
of the oral-epic poem “Alpomish” in 1922, performed by Fozil Yoldashogli and
the bard Hamrokul from Bulungur. This epos is one of the ancient versions of
world epic literature and may be ranked with world great literary works such as the
“Odyssey” and the “Iliad”’". In 1928 A. K. Borovkov, who copied out the whole
content of “Alpomish” from the epic song performer Mavlon Pirmat ogli who lived
in Shahriston, interpreted the content of motifs, literary language and its poetic
nature®. In the meantime V. M. Jirmunski gave the evidence for the systematic
development of the plot of the oral epic poem as follows: “Altay version” (Alip-
Manash) — “Oguz version” (Bomsi-Bayrak™) — “Qipchoq version” (““Alpamisha
va Barsin hiluu,” “Alpamsha”) — “Qongirot version” (Uzbek national heroic epos

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“Alpomish”).! Jirmunski’s monograph written cooperatively with the Uzbek
folklorist H. Zarifov under the title “Uzbek national heroic epos” analyzes specific
features of the oral epic poem “Alpomish,” in its Qongirot version, the history of
the plot formulation of the oral epic poem, its role in the repertory of the Uzbek
bards, the system of leading motifs and the structure of the characters.” In the
article “The main motifs of the oral epic poem Alpomish” by H. Zarifov, the ideas
regarding the genetic roots of the plot of the oral epic poem are put forth.?
According to his assertion, the early versions of the plot of the epic poem
“Alpomish” had been formulated among the Qongirots who lived near the region
of Syrdarya in the 10-11" centuries and they spread over the neighbouring
territories due to the migration of the Uzbek tribes.

In the process of studying the Uzbek version of the oral-epic poem
“Alpomish” it is worth noting the special role played by the distinguished Uzbek
epos scholar T. Mirzaev, who has carried out significant monographic research
based on more than 30 versions of this epic poem as a unique system.” He
interprets the peculiarities of the genetic roots of the Uzbek heroic epos, the history
of the appearance, the structure of leading motifs and their sources, the epic poem
from the repertory of the Uzbek bards.’

In their research such folklorists as T.Goziboev, K.Imomov, G.Jalolov,
M.Murodov, A.Ergashev, B.Sarimsoqov, M.Juraev, S.Yuldashev, I.Yormatov,
Sh.Turdimov, J.Eshonqulov, O.Madaev and other scholars have studied various
theoretical issues concerning the oral epic poem “Alpomish.”

If the comparative study of these epics shows the hypothesis that they stem
equally from the shaman epic poems, we may be able to make new theoretical
conclusions on the genesis of the epic thought of the two nations.

The second chapter of this thesis is called “The comparative analysis of the
main motifs of the oral epic poems “Alpomish” and “Jumong.” Korean
folklore, and the epic poem “Alpomish” are samples of ancient heroic epics. Its
first section is dedicated to studying “The plot construction of the oral epic poems
“Alpomish” and “Jumong.”

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As is known, the oral epic poem “Jumong” is a story about the adventures of
three main characters, representatives of three generations: Hemosu — Jumong —
Yuri. The epic poem “Alpomish” also interprets the fate of three consecutive
descendants: Boyburi and Boisari, Alpomish, and his son Yodgor. The plot texture
of both oral epic poems conforms to the assertions of scholars such as L.Raglan,
O.Rank and J.Kambel regarding the criteria and structural-compositional specifics
of the plot. As to their point of view, the plot texture of the oral epic classifies its
compositional structure as follows: 1) belonging to an aristocratic family;
2) having a supernatural birth; 3) being deserted; 4) being saved by high-ranking
people; 5) experiencing fear and overcoming it; 6) solving the problem; 7) ending
tragically".

There are five elements from the above plot texture features that are shared by
the two oral epic poems “Jumong” and “Alpomish”: 1) belonging to an aristocratic
family; 2) having a supernatural birth; 3) experiencing fear and overcoming it;
4) solving the problem; 5) displaying amazing capabilities.

1. Belonging to an aristocratic family. As to the definition of
“Tongmengwangpyon,” the God of the Heavens Hemosu had come down to Earth
on a cart pulled by five dragons. He became a king and began to rule that territory.
Here it is shown that he was an unusual hero who had come down to Earth from
the Heaven and built a new state. According to ancient mythological imagery,
Hemosu was a symbol of the top world — the Heaven. Yuhwa was the daughter of
the River Goddess; that is why she was interpreted as a Mother Goddess of
fertility. Therefore, on the one hand Jumong’s generation is connected with the top
world — the world of spirit, and on the other hand it is related to the Earth-Water
Goddess. Boyburi, Alpomish father, is the main character of the oral epic poem
“Alpomish” as well as “the King of the nation Boysun-Qongirot” according to the
interpretation of the Bard. Belonging to the aristocratic family is a specific unique
feature in both epic poems.

2. Supernatural birth. The ancient mythological outlook on the world is
depicted in the motif of the supernatural birth of the epic character®.

Jumong’s mother became pregnant by a divine ray fallen from the Heaven. It
Is a sign of connection with the ancient people’s imagination, the birth of the epic
hero is related to the worship of the Sun. The birth from the ray assumes that he
was a son of the Sun who had come to the world as a consequence of the
supernatural pregnancy — an unnatural creature. Jumong’s birth from the
“pregnancy’ inside the egg means that the whole world emerged from the heavenly
egg and is considered an epic motif connected with the myth. The birth of
Alpomish with the help of Saint Shahimardan shows that the motifs of supernatural
birth also exist in the Uzbek heroic epics.

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3. Experiencing fear and overcoming it. First of all, Jumong was born from
an egg, but King Geumwa threw the egg away before he was born into the world.
This indicates that it was a temporary and “symbolic death” of the hero. However,
the egg was protected by creatures and his mother Yuhwa represents the rebirth
from the pregnancy, in other words, his second birth. The birth of the egg by
mother, i.e. the beginning of the mythological hero — being thrown away — being
protected by creatures — getting back to the palace (Jumong’s birth) conveys the
ancient mythological calendar representing permanent changes of the seasons and
the New Year’s coming. In the epic poem “Alpomish” the aged man Shahmardan
and his devoted horse Boychibor defend the hero. The horse is the embodiment of
the force sent by the Heaven to save Alpomish. Actually, the appearance of the
creatures as assistants for the heroes is characteristic of the plots of world epics.
The presence of the creatures in the oral epic poems is also described in the
cosmogenic Siberian mythology where the creatures sent from the Heaven
accompany and defend the shaman from the evil spirits™.

4. Displaying amazing capabilities. The name of the Korean hero in the oral
epic poem “Jumong” was given to him for his ability to shoot the arrow very well.
The word “Jumong” in the ancient Korean language had the meaning of “the man
who could shoot an arrow straight up.” Hakimbek is the main character of the oral
epic poem “Alpomish”. When he was seven years old, he shot an arrow inherited
from his grandfather Alpinbi. The inherited arrow hit the peak of the mountain
called Askar. As a result, Hakimbek began to be called “Alpomish.” In both oral
epic poems the main characters possess these supernatural capabilities. That is why
they are called “heroes.” The motif of tightening the strings of the bow is the main
feature showing the magic capability of epic heroes.

5. Solving the problem. The oral epic poem “Jumong” is a work that offers a
wide view of the history of the Korean people and its process of formulation as a
nation illuminating its heroic past. We can see the literary interpretation of fear in
the epic hero’s acts in the episodes of dangerous moments for Jumong and his
reluctance to accept help from zoomorphic patrons (creatures). When he was
chased by enemies, a river appeared in front of him and he was saved. In this
extraordinary way his problem was solved.

Alpomish defended his nation, his bride and the fate of his people through his
extraordinary boldness and courage. While Jumong had built up the new state by
overcoming difficulties, Alpomish united the tribe of Qongirot and saved his
nation from its separation. He also founded a great state and ruled it as Jumong
did. This also shows the similar characteristics of both epos and their heroes.

The second section of this chapter is entitled “Comparative-typological
analysis of common motifs” and its sub-section called “The motif of
supernatural birth” studies the circumstances of the unusual birth of the
characters of the heroic epics and the divine features epic heroes possess. It is
known that the genetic basis of the motif of the miraculous birth is closely related

to pathogenesis, i.e. the ancient concept of “women’s supernatural pregnancy.”
This motif is also associated with the mythological imaginations of the matriarchal
period as the main mediators providing an epic hero with specific features such as
magic-mythological and amazing capabilities®.

In Fozil Yoldashogli’s version of the epos “Alpomish” the “infertility” state is
given as the cause of the epic hero’s birth in a marvelous way. In ancient times a
man named Dobonbi ruled over a sixteen-tribe Qongirot nation. He had a son
named Alpinbi. Alpinbi had two sons named Boyburi and Boysari. When these
two sons had embarked on matrimony, some people did not show proper respect to
them because of their childlessness. Having been offended, the brothers went to the
paradise Garden of Saint Shahmardan to ask for children, and lodged there for 40
days. On the 41% day, they heard God’s voice from the Garden saying that Boyburi
would have twins: a son and a daughter, whereas Boysari would have only a
daughter. “Boyburi, God has given you son and daughter, he has given you twins.
Boysari, God has given you a daughter. Therefore, go and see the children and
gather people to great feast, and I, myself, will go to this feast and give your
children’s names™. In the epos “Jumong” the hero’s mother Yuhwa became
pregnant from a magical beam descended from the Heaven. After some time
Yuhwa bore a single large egg. King Geumwa learned about this and tried to get
rid of the egg. He threw the egg down on the ground, but all the creatures protected
the egg. Hearing this, the king returned the egg to Yuhwa. Later a boy was born
from this egg. According to the interpretation of archaic mythology, the egg
embodying the core of the sacred universe is a cosmogenic symbol necessary for
the birth of the holy beings uniting the Heaven and Earth.

In both epics the motif of “giving the name” to heroes in accordance with its
epic plot expresses the ancient people’s imaginations. In the epos “Alpomish” at
the feast one of his patrons Saint Shahmardan who appeared as a dervish gave the
heroes names. First, this shows that the hero has supernatural features, i.e. the first
signs that he would be a “brave hero” in the future. Secondly, the epic hero was
constantly under the protection of supernatural forces, i.e. he was chosen by
“patrons.”

According to the ancient Turkic tradition, as a child matured, he was given
another name, depending on his services to society or his heroic deeds. One of the
Orhun-Yenisey epitaphs has an inscription: “In adolescence they called me
Chubuch-inal, but they named me Uga in adulthood”. Consequently, Chubuch-
inal obtained his heroic name Uga for his unusual courage or his brilliant exploits
in the battleground. A similar situation happens in the epos “Alpomish.” When
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Hakimbek was seven years old, he took a fourteen batmon weighing arch and
arrow inherited from his grandfather Alpinbi and shot the arrow into the peak of
the mountain Askar. All the people of Qongirot gathered and said: “It was believed
to be about ninety Alps (warriors) in the world — among them the leader of the
warriors was Rustam Dastan. Now let our seven-year-old Hakim become our last
warrior. Thus, seven-year-old Hakim became one of the ninety most glorified
heroes in the world. Then he was given the name Alpomish for his heroic ability””.

In the folk epics changing a hero’s name after the first success is a
demonstration of himself as a subject in the socio-political sense and his rebirth as
a true hero.

There are several types of contests or competitions in the epics “Alpomish”
and “Jumong,” like the “wrestling-contest”, the “conflicts among the brothers”, the
“trial contest for the groom”, the “match-fight to return to the throne,” etc. In
particular, in the epos “Alpomish” the match-fight took place when the epic hero
returned to the land of Qongirot after a seven-year imprisonment. At that time his
step-brother was going to marry Barchin and seize the throne. Alpomish
considered this fighting-contest as the fight for his honour, a match to regain his
beloved and his throne.

In the epos “Jumong” the hero came to a place called Jolbon. Here he became
a founder of a new state and called it “Goguryeo.” One day the king of another
state Songyang attacked the new state.

The appearance of rival characters is a traditional element in the plot of both
epics; the rival characters appear precisely when the heroes are trying to strengthen
their position, to regain their throne, or to create a new state. They struggle with
the rivals and win a victory over them.

It is known that in the epos “Jumong” the motif of archery is one of the main
signs defining the hero himself as a “hero”, indicating the presence of divinity in
his nature, and that Jumong was the son of the Sun God’s rays, which could be
imagined as arrows. In the epos “Alpomish” the seven-year-old hero with unusual
archery skills inherited from his grandfather proves his heroic bravery as well as
the fact that he was born to reunite his tribe. Jumong defeated the enemy in battle
through his braveness.

Under the terms of Barchin the epic hero takes turns trying all the bows of
Palvans-heroes, and when he pulls the strings, all of them break. Only Alpomish’s
bow does not break, and he becomes the winner. In the mythology of the ancient
Turkic people, the bow and arrow is a symbol of the power?. The State and
happiness are reflected in the “Oguzname™”.

The motif of archery from the epic poem is associated with the cult of sun for
the ancient Turkic people. The analogy between the sun’s rays and the arrows can
be found in the interpretation of Apollo. The God of the sun kills the snake Rutcon
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guarding the Delphi temple in ancient Greece'. That is why Zh.Kembel believes
that “in mythology the sun is a hunter who kills his victim by arrows. He asserts
that “the sun is a hunter” and “rays of the sun are the arrow of the bow” according
to the mythical imaginations. By virtue of such kind of mythical views on the sun
the images of hunters at Paleolithic era were created in the legends®.

In ancient times, “bow and arrow” were considered a symbol of power and a
person endowed with magical power and strength, which was necessary for the
state ruler, should be determined in archery competition. The motif of “archery” in
the heroic epics was preceded by the notion that only a man supported by
supernatural patrons, chosen by patron-spirits or empowered by the son of a god
and others should be a leader.

The third chapter of the thesis is titled “Ancient shaman folklore and
genesis of epos”. The first section of the chapter “Shamanism and epic evolution
of thinking” presents the issues related with ancient shaman poetry and the role of
archaic mythology in the development of epos. Shaman songs in Korean folklore
by their content types include the following: 1) lyrical romantic shaman songs;
2) communicative shaman songs possessing ritual psychic meanings; 3) shaman
epics; 4) shaman songs in the form of dramatic performances.

Korean shamans performed Ritual songs derived from certain mythological
plots to the accompaniment of musical instruments, attracting listeners’ attention
with interesting stories. Shamans performed these stories as songs and,
consequently, these stories were born into “epic” works®. The inherent features of
shaman epics have been preserved in the genre of “Pansori” up to this day®.

Some folklorists maintain that the heroic epos originated from the shaman
songs. In particular, F.Zh.Oynas shared this assertion that the origins of epic works
are the repertoire of epic singers on “shaman epics” (Shamanistic epic), "heroic
epics” (heroic epic), “romantic epics” (romantic epic), "historical epics"” (historic
epic)’. Jo Dongil and So Desok noted that the Korean shamanistic epics had come
from shamanistic story-songs, and that mythopoeic archaic thinking of the shaman
and the ruler was the same in the function®.

As to us, we also believe that the genesis of the classic model of the heroic
epic poem “Alpomish” and Korean folk epos “Jumong” is associated with the
ancient shamanism. With the emergence of statehood, the significance of
performing shamanic ritual epics began to weaken. At that time, the increased
performers’ activities on performing epic songs reflected the events associated
with the founding of the state. As a result, the heroic epics began to appear.
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There were inherent features of shaman epics in ancient versions of the epic
poem “Alpomish”. In our opinion, that work was performed in rituals dedicated to
the cult of the ancestors. Ancient Bard was not only a performer of epic poems, but
also served as the healer because it was believed that his magic spells brought luck
to hunters. (For example, Bards of Altay — scissors)’. The Korean word “baksu”
has the meaning of “man-shaman”. We can assume that also rests on the Turkic-
Mongolian shamanism and traditions of archaic epic performance.

The second section of the third chapter is dedicated to study of “Warriors
and shamanic branches”. This section explores the heroic and shamanic
branches. The folklorist Sh.Turdimov examines branches in shamanic initiation
process, determining that the evolutionary steps related to the preparation of the
shamans are analogous to those of the warriors®. “Alpomish” and “Jumong” has
the following common features related to the criteria “braveness” that can be found
in the motifs of the epics:

— The heroes of the epics were seen in the eyes of the saints and holy spirits
even before their birth, i.e. they were becoming “chosen heroes”;

— Although the motifs of prediction by enemies about “the birth of the hero”
do not occur in the epic, naming the hero “Alp” (hero) is interpreted as a grief and
misfortune for enemy state;

— Boysari moved to another land because of zakot (taxes), leaving his
homeland and his people, and the epic hero lived in the land of Kalmik for a
certain time because of Barchin. In the Korean folk epic poem, Yuhwa was forced
to stay in the state of Geum Wa, while Jumong stayed in a foreign country. She
experienced great difficulties for a certain time. These two facts indicate test-rite of
initiation;

— The heroes were brought up by patrons and endowed with great magic
power. Patrons beforehand (e.g. Saint Shahimardan the predicted the fate of
Alpomish) predicted their fate;

— Protecting forces regularly accompanied the epic hero, in particular, when
the hero of the Korean folk epic Jumong reached an impasse, he addressed to the
Gods and always received help;

— In the epic poem “Alpomish”, the hero reunited his tribe, and that was the
same to the Korean heroic epics: Jumong founded the state of Goguryeo and
became its ruler, which fully coincided with the criterion of heroic branch;

— Alpomish paid a visit to the wedding of his beloved Barchin in the person of
shepherd Kultoy. It indicates that he was brought up by patronage spirits as a new
hero and he was empowered with the status of a saint who was strong not only
physically, but also spiritually. He had already reached spiritual perfection®;
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— Motif that Jumong ascended to the Heaven as soon as he became forty years
old, indicates the attainment of hero’s perfection and his transition to status of
divine saints like Alpomish;

— Special attention to the genealogy of epic heroes indicates that the cult of
ancestors played an important role in folk epics.

The third section of this chapter is titled “Shamanism and the heroic epic”
Such scholars as V.V.Propp, E.M.Meletinski, E.Taube, A.Hultkrants,
T.M.Mihaylov, Ts.Bitkeev, A.N.Dambaeva, etc' wrote about the facts that
Shamanism had played an important role in the development of the folk epics.
According to the hypothesis of the Kazakh folkrolist E.D.Tursunova, shamans
were the first ones who had sustained the archaic epic versions®. The influence of
shamanic worldviews is noticeable particularly in Uzbek songs and epics®.

Hints of mythological ideas about traveling shamans to “the spiritual world”
were interpreted in the epic poems “Alpomish” and “Jumong” as the motifs of epic
heroes travel to “another world”. Consequently, in the world literature there are
many myths about traveling shamans around the world of spirits. In particular,
“Journey to the Underworld of Enkiuden”, “Journey to the Underworld of Inan”,
“Travel of Dumunzhi and Gilgamesh in a dream” are also considered the myths
mapping the journey to the spirit world. Korean shaman epic “Barry, the daughter
of the king” sung during rituals, also applies to this type of works. As narrated in
the epic, Barry was born as the seventh girl to a king, so she was thrown into the
river because she was not an expected son. However, a newlywed couple found her
and brought up her. Once when the king and his wife fell ill, the fortuneteller
found the abandoned seventh daughter and told her it is necessary to procure “life-
giving water” in order to save the king’s couple. Barry discovered medicinal
plants, from which she managed to prepare the drug for parents and returned them
to life. After that she became a guide for the souls of dead people to another world,
I.e. became a goddess who guided the way to the world of the dead.
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It should be noted that the interpretation of mythological “another world”
depicted in all shaman epic poems as “underworld” is wrong, because there is a set
of images of the world of spirits as “the world of Heaven”, i.e. “Top of the
world™*. The reason for this lies in the fact that the Korean folklorists consider the
underworld one of the layers of “the other world.” They assert that the cosmos
consists of heaven, overground and underground worlds, i.e. heavenly unity with
three layers®.

Imprisonment of the epic hero in the dungeon in “Alpomish” is the basis of
mythological views of the Uzbeks that “another world” is located under the
ground. There might be interpretation of archaic stories about travel of the
mythological personage in “another world” in the hidden epic motif such as the
seven-year imprisonment of Alpomish in the dungeon. During his imprisonment,
Tovka-oyi and a herald goose play the role of messengers between this world and
“another” world.

Both in the Korean heroic epic “Jumong” and in the Uzbek epic “Alpomish”
the departure of the hero for their country, where they were born and raised, is
considered an important element of the plot. A part of the epic incidents began
with an explanation of the reasons for relocation and the story was in progress. The
migration of the hero out of his country and his homecoming as a winner recall the
shaman traveling to “another world” which is regarded as the world of spirits. In
order to be honoured as a winner the future shaman should leave his home and
society, and live for a certain time alone in the forest or in the mountains. After
years of hard wandering life, the shaman returned home and took the shamanic
function. Consequently, only the “person chosen by patron-spirits, i.e. the future
shaman, who had overcome certain difficulties and suffering, became a genuine
shaman recognized by his society. General features of the stages of shamanic
initiation and “heroic deeds” show that the development of the story of the heroic
epic played an important role in archaic epics depicting mythology on shamans and
shamanic beliefs.

The fourth chapter of the thesis titled “The psychoanalytic analysis of the
oral epic poems “Alpomish” and “Jumong” begins with the section “Method of
psychoanalysis and its role in the study of the epic”. Psychoanalytic method is
applied to disclose the pith and marrow of irrational rare events, i.e. the essence of
symptoms, dreams, subconscious experiences. In psychoanalytic interpretation the
word “symbol” means “deep emotional experiences™. In analyzing the epic stories
through the psychoanalytic method the “mythological codes” are illuminated by
expounding subconscious experiences. In the world folklore we can see the
following theories associated with the interpretations of subconscious feelings:
a) Freudis theory; b) the theory of Carl Jung: “archetype” and subconscious
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feelings of a group”; c) the theory of “object relations”; d) the theory of M. Klein;
e) Vinikot’s theory; f) Kohot theory; g) theory of Lacan.

The section called “Myth and his psychoanalytical study” reviews the
emergence of unconscious experiences in the myths, the patterns display the
national mood in myths and myths reflected as a character in a work of art. In
particular, based on the theory of Fraid's subconscious feeling’s, expression
patterns were revealed and the main types of national subconscious experiences,
genesis images in Korean mythology as mythological characters.

As it became known, national emotional experiences are different from the
subconscious experiences of a certain personality. If thoughts of a person and
society consist of the same emotional experiences, the emotional experiences of a
person are not the same with those of society. With the development of the
personality in the spiritual development of the society in which he lives,
differences may occur. Therefore, the formation of emotional experiences of the
individual and society as well as their expression of the mythological codes should
be interpreted as a separate process.

The third section of the fourth chapter is “The psychoanalytic analysis of the
epic “Jumong”. In this section where the psychoanalytic analysis was introduced
a comparative study of the Uzbek and Korean epics is being conducted, focusing
on emotional experiences.

It is known that “the circumstances prior to the birth of the hero” were
characterized by an abundance of various supernatural features. According to the
“theory of two centuries of development” of Z. Freud' the successes an epic hero
had achieved during traveling was no less than an epic reflection on the problems
not completed by ancestors. In the epic “Jumong” the hero’s mother, Yuhwa was
the eldest daughter of the river god Habek. The river water used to be drinking
water and it was the source of life indispensable for agriculture. In the archaic
Korean mythology the river god represents a water and a cult of fertility. Yuhwa
was reunited with Hae Mo Su, son of the most powerful god of the Heaven.
However, she had broken a relationship with him some time after the wedding and
ran away. She gave birth to Hebur who left his father’s land and built Eastern
Buyeo state. Because of his childlessness Hebur adopted Geumwa and turned over
throne to him.

In ancient Korean the mythonym “Geumwa” meant a “golden frog”. It is
known that the frog is a creature living on both land and water. Therefore, the
Image Geumwa represents a character who combines two symbolic elements of
nature: water and land. In this sense, Jumong also was the incarnation of the sky,
river and land, i.e. he was born of parents who had three elements of nature.

In the epic “Jumong” the hero’s birth into this world was depicted as
supernatural and nothing about his father was specifically stated. King Geumwa
took Yuhwa with himself to the palace when she was left alone, and lived with her.
Yuhwa laid an egg for king Geumwa. Geumwa at first threw the egg in the
mountains and then in the stable. Nevertheless, everywhere the egg was protected
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and guarded by all kinds of animals. Geumwa couldn’t help but bring the egg back
into the palace. Jumong came into the world from that egg. Little Jumong couldn’t
call Geumwa “father” openly in public because Geumwa was not his real father
and just took his mother and lived with her. Jumong, not knowing who was his real
father, felt the lack of the father”. This “father complex” prompted him to become
a builder of a new life that will reveal the essence of his life, i.e. build up his
empire.

Jumong had amazing capabilities like the other similar characters of the
world-wide folk heroic epics. Therefore, seven sons of Geumwa constantly felt
jealous of him, and once when a hunt ended over unsuccessfully, brothers tied
Jumong to a tree and went back to the palace, leaving him alone in the wood.
Jumong suffered from humiliation, insults and other difficulties in the family that
made him seek something interesting to calm himself: Jumong began archery and
martial arts. Although Jumong had “father and brothers complexes”, he did not feel
daunted. Since he was always together with his faithful mother, he could be highly
evolved, getting spiritual support from his beloved mother. Therefore, he did not
get into the whirlpool of torment and attained maturity as a man to get ready to
perform the feat.

An epic hero must undergo a certain process of initiation to be recognized as
“Alp” (“the Brave”). This initiation was primarily associated with the desire to get
rid of negative childhood experiences lurked in his unconsciousness, as well as
with the process of solving social problems. In order to be the main character of
the heroic epic “Alp” (i.e. a hero) and to become a creator, it was required to pass a
series of tests. The hero of the epic poem “Jumong” also faced various difficulties
inherent to his people and society in resolving, various difficult situations
underwent tortures, sorrows and troubles, i.e. he was subjected to the tests of
initiation. During this process, he met with God and other supernatural forces. This
motif is one of the important elements for understanding epic worldview and
unconscious experiences of each nation.

The tests which Jumong had to pass in his youth consisted of overcoming
threats of brothers, fulfilling his responsibilities, escaping from his native land "to
a foreign land”, and battling with a strong enemy. Interpreting the symbols of
colonrs in the epic also has a symbolic meaning. Jumong’s mother Yuhwa selected
a red horse for him. In ancient mythology, both red and black horse symbolize
male power.

Fulfilling his duty and overcoming his personal problems in the epic,
“Jumong” symbolize growing up as a hero. The hero, solving related problems in
the subconscious experiences of the nation, made his society spiritually evolve.
The spiritual force of society is embodied in the task the hero had undertaken.

The motifs of archery contest, drum contest and contest of constructing
wooden palace with Sung Yang demonstrate the necessity of implementing tests,
initiations for Jumong to become a ruler in the real sense. Jumong’s victory in
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these contests could be considered an artistic expression of unconscious desires in
the experiences of the great ruler of the nation endowed with supernatural powers.

The fourth section of the fourth chapter is called “The psychoanalytic
interpretation of the epic Alpomish”. The study of the Uzbek heroic epic based
on the spiritual and analytical theories revealed the following circumstances prior
to the birth of the hero Alpomish, and that a man called Dobon bi was ruling the
sixteen tribal land of Qongirot.:

1) a son Alpin-bi was born from Dobon bi; 2) Alpin bi had two sons: Boyburi
and Boisari; 3) Boyburi was a king and Boisari was rich; 4) both were childless;
5) they were not held in proper respect at the wedding because of childlessness;
6) went to the paradise Garden of Saint Shahimardan to ask for children, and after
a while, God’s voice was heard in the paradise Garden of Eden that Boyburi would
have twins: one son and one daughter, and Boysari - one daughter; 7) the wives of
Boyburi and Boysari became pregnant and they gave birth to their children when
their husbands went hunting,

It is known that the conditions required for the hero where the desires and
dreams in subconscious feelings of the society were expressed before the birth of
the hero. Alpomish came into this world as the successor of the dynasties of his
great ancestors such as Dobonbi, Alpinbi and Boyburi. The tradition of heredity to
the throne from Dobonbi to Alpinbi, from Alpinbi to Boyburi was observed in the
heroic epic. Consequently, these traditions showed an important historical process
of a post-clan society. It could be interpreted as the process of establishing a state.
From this perspective, we can say that the epic “Alpomish” appeared at the time of
formation of state. The new ruler should pass a series of stages of preparation and
tests which would secure him the throne, despite the fact that he was the heir to the
throne. That is to be pre-selected by patrons, to obtain education for saints, to
grow up as Alp (hero), to win love and respect of the people through his
achievements, and even to show his supernatural powers. In this respect Alpomish
made appearance as a product of subconscious feelings of parents and his tribe
who wanted to find a protector against the enemy in the person of such a character
as Alpomish. This was the main cause for the emergence of “Alpomish”.

In the epic naming Alpomish by Saint Shahimardan qualifies him for divine
entry into society. He entered into society not just as its regular member, but also
as the person who could lead this society. Interpretation that Jumong embodies the
sky, river and land, i.e. he possessed three elements of nature, is quite analogous to
the interpretation of the hero qualities observed in the epic “Alpomish”.

As interpreted by the theory of psychoanalysis, emotional experiences of
childhood again flared up in teenage years. At this age, Alpomish was doomed to
repeatedly undergo “Oedipus complex” he already felt at childhood. As soon as
Alpomish decided to go to Kalmik land for saving his beloved Barchin, the process
of resolving “the Oedipus” complex immediately started. Barchin set out for those
suitors who wished to marry her such requirements as archery contest, shooting an
arrow at a coin from a thousand steps away, horse race and wrestling match. There
are traces of a matriarchal culture in this proposal for men-suitors.
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As the Uzbek folk epic describes, Alpomish endowed with the power that
could reunite the tribe won in all antenuptial competitions suggested by Barchin.
He freed Barchin, returned to homeland with his beloved, and became the ruler of
the state. In other words, he began to perform heroic deeds that were incumbent on
him prior to his birth. On the strength of his capabilities and heroism given to him
as a divine and sacred power, he demonstrated his power.

Saint shahmardan who predicted the birth of the hero in the epic “Alpomish”
IS patronizing the character embodying the cult of ancestors in Uzbek mythology.
Interpreting Saint shahmardan as a patronizing character is an expression of
subconscious experiences of Qongirat people wishing to be protected by the spirits
of their ancestors. The relation of this figure and shamanism could be clearly
traced in the motif of protecting Alpomish by “chiltans” and their assistance
rendered to get the epic hero out of “zindan”(dungeon). “Chiltans” are inseparable
forty good spirits regarded as patronizing saints. These figures made appearances
in the subconscious feelings of the people who believed that the heroes need
supernatural powers for the performance of their tasks.

These figures of patronage turned up in subconscious experiences of the
people as mental forces inasmuch as they were convinced that the hero needs
supernatural strength to perform his task.

The fact that the hero’s main rivals were the representatives of the Kalmik
land also has some meaning. It refers to the liberation from the Kalmik people, the
freedom from enormous anxiety in the soul of Qongirat people. Wrestling match
has a figurative sense that the Qongirot people had the desire to have a strong ruler
In their subconscious experiences.
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CONCLUSION

Despite the fact that Uzbekistan and South Korea are geographically far away
each other, and they differ from each other in lifestyle, culture, literature and arts,
it is quite surprising that their folklores are very close. As we have researched the
epic poems “Alpomish” and “Jumong” by means of the comparative typological
analysis, we could be able to reveal many similarities in these two epics. Our study
has proved that the Uzbek and Korean national heroic epics as well as the two
ethnic groups stemmed from the same “Altai language family” as well as the
common genetic roots share many similar features in the course of historic
developments.

Based on the study of the Uzbek and Korean folk heroic epics through
comparative typological, comparative historical, psychoanalytical methods and
theoretical foundations, the following conclusions have been drawn:

1. The epics “Alpomish” and “Jumong” are structurally composed of five
parts: 1) the aristocratic origin; 2) the miraculous birth; 3) the prosecution and
dismissal; 4) the manifestation of miraculous powers; 5) the danger and
overcoming it. Each of the popular heroic epics is similar to each other in plot
structure.

2. We can see the aspirations and expectations of the people that the heroes
should realize in “Alpomish” and “Jumong” through the motif of unnatural birth of
the hero. The epic heroes were obtaining new names after their miraculous
successes. This means that the heroes became the socio-political subject and an
Alp (hero), i.e. his rebirth as a hero.

3. An enormous attention is paid to the motifs of various contests and
struggles in the epics “Alpomish” and “Jumong”; the struggle between the
brothers, the contest for choosing the groom, the struggle for the throne, etc. All
these contests and struggles are considered the stages of initiation into becoming a
hero.

4. Firstly, the interpretation of the motifs of archery in the both epics denotes
the recognition of the hero as a hero and the new naming of the heroes means their
“rebirth.” Secondly, the heroes’ victory over their rivals, their election as leaders
means the patrons’ recognition of him as heroes who had received education from
the saints. Thirdly, the main mission entrusted to the epic hero is to put an end to
fragmentation of society. The heroes in the epic poem, who displayed their ability
in archery, showed their relationship with the sun God, i.e. archery showed its
superiority over the other. It is a symbol of exposing strength and power. Fourthly,
the genetic basis of archaic imaginations expressed in the motif of archery is
related to shamanism in Siberia. Moreover, it is important that the journey into the
world of spirits was expressed in the shamans’ view on the mythological
cosmogony. It is known that the shamans of Siberia in their travels to the Heaven,
I.e. the Upper world considered as the abode of spirits took a bow with themselves
instead of a drum.

5. The image of horse is very important in the epics “Alpomish” and
“Jumong”. Horse is a zoomorphic symbol of the ruler. The assistants who chose a

good horse for Alpomish and Jumong have a particular importance. Firstly, a horse
Is considered an expression of the force of law in the mythology. Secondly, a horse
symbolically expresses cults of both the sun and throne. In Korea the white horse
was regarded as a sacred animal, and the Turks counted the piebald horse their
cult. Thirdly, the Siberian shamans looked upon a horse as their patron.

6. If the epos “Jumong” is the epic poem about the founder of the state, the
epos “Alpomish” is an example of the national epos glorifying the appearance of
nation and strengthening of Uzbek statehood. In this respect if we consider the
desires and dreams as subconscious feelings of a nation, the highest arts are
reflected in the epos.

7. The epics “Alpomish” and “Jumong” are considered as the epics that could
cover all the ancient mythological worldviews of the people. These epics originally
appeared in the form of shaman epics and later evolved into the heroic epics.

8. In the heroic epic poems, the represented image was designed to show the
hero’s capabilities and to make an idol of the civilized hero. In the course of
centuries, the archaic epic mythology or civilized character or the cult of demiurge
disappeared and Korean heroic epic became to be recorded and published in the
form of short stories and legends. There are hypothetical views that the first
Korean epic songs of mythological imaginations about the founder of the state
might be performed as shaman epics. Shaman epic songs that were performed
during the cult of statehood ceremony later emerged as a sacred ritual “Gut”
invoking the divine ancestors. Then epic songs began to spread in the form of epics
glorifying the history of the demi-god and demi- human recognized as builder of
the new state.

9. The main hero of the epic about the ancestors who had built a state made an
appearance as a demi-god and demi-human. However, the epic focuses more on its
human qualities. At first shaman epics turned up and then epics about state founder
began to appear. Over many centuries, both the epics were evolving together. The
heroic epics appeared comparatively later and developed with shaman epics in the
form of archaic epics. However, the heroic epics gradually settled down as chief
epos genre expressing the basis of statehood. With the emergence of state, the
practical functions of ancient shamanic epics began to fade. Moreover, the events
associated with the state construction secured a consistent development for the
heroic epos. This hypothesis fully corresponds with the Korean epos “Jumong”.

10. The epos “Alpomish” does not give any information on the founder of the
state. However, we become aware of the process of integrating tribe as a nation in
this epos. In ancient times, shaman epic songs were performed in rituals dedicated
to the cult of ancestors. The shaman’s role in this performance was great. As is
known, the shaman was not only performer of epic songs, but also served as a
healer. In addition, the shaman as a priest brought good luck to hunters with his
magical spells. For some nations, the archaic shamanic practices have been
continued and preserved up to now in their folk tales. However, as the lapse of
time only the Bard (Bakhshi) became to perform the epic songs. This assertion
could be supported by the linguistic and etymological study on “Bakhshi” (Bard)
and its genesis. Currently in Korea, male shamans are called “Baksu”. The
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etymology of this term is of an ancient origin and is widespread among the
narrators in many East-Asian nations, still maintaining its ancient attributes.

11. The Altai epos “Alip-Manash”, an ancient version of ‘“Alpomish”,
contains numerous details associated with shamanism. According to the
storytelling tradition of Altai, a man could learn from his dream that he would
become a shaman (Bakhshi). This motif is the same with the idea to previse
through God's prediction that the community concerned will become a state. The
second motif is a common imagination about belief in the sacred tree. The third
motif of this tradition is associated with “Munojat” (“prayers to God”). “Munojat”
has existed in shamanism since Islamism appeared in Sufism in the original form.

12. The epos “Jumong” is closely interrelated with the shamanism of the
ancient Turks who resided in Siberia. The first evidence of this motif is to pray to
God at the tree depicted in the epic poem, the second is the interpretation of images
of animals. Such animals as horses and birds were divine beings of the shaman,
which showed the way in celestial journey. Third is the departure of the epic hero
from his homeland to “foreign land”. This is deeply intertwined with the spiritual
journey of the shaman. In general, the correspondence between the epics
“Alpomish” and “Jumong” states the proximity of artistic thought between the
Uzbek and Korean peoples and its developing stages. Such proximity could be
possible owing to the subconscious feelings of these two nations who aspire to
understand the world and the human.

13. In ancient times the ancestors of the Koreans that assumably belonged to
Altaic family might reside with the Turkic peoples in Central Asia. In this respect
those two ethnic groups could have strong ties in cultural and economic aspects. It
would be quite possible that the Turkic nations could have influenced on the
formation and development of Korean heroic epic poems. As a result of
comparative study between “Alpamish” and “Jumong”, it has been revealed that
the narrative structure of the Korean epics and the development of their main
motives have a deep relationship with Uzbek oral tradition and epic poems.
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
