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Introduction (Annotation of doctoral dissertation)

Significance and necessity of the dissertation topic. In the processes of
integration of world community, Uzbekistan has been recognized as one of the
cradles of civilization. Especially, right after the country gained its independence,
has being paid a distinct attention to studying the history of national statehood and
rich cultural-spiritual heritage. Another important point is that the religion of Islam,
through its presence in the region for 1300 years, it was absorbed into the values
and traditions of our people. As I.A.Karimov truly emphasized: «... we can never
imagine our nation apart from this sacred religion. The roots of religious values and
concepts of Islamic life are so deep that without them we lose ourselves»'*. One
expression of those values is the institution of waqf, which was eliminated in 1928.
However, waqf as an integral part of our values and a part of our unbroken history
should be explored. This is because the history of Uzbekstan, including the history
of statehood, education, social protection, improvement, agriculture and economic
structure were directly related to the waqf ownership.

Nowadays it is very obvious that to discover the history of Uzbekistan based
on original sources has become one of the crucial tasks of historical science. In
accordance with Decree no. 2204 of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan
«On Further Optimization of the Structure of Academy of Science of the Republic
of Uzbekistan and Measures to Strengthen the Integration of Academic Knowledge
of the Republic and Higher Education» on July 8, 2014, the Center for Oriental
Manuscripts named after Abu Rayhon Beruniy was established under the Tashkent
State Institute of Oriental Studies based on the Institute of Oriental Studies of the
Academy of Sciences'?®. In this decree, special attention is paid to the investigation
of historical documents and to efforts towards introducing them to the academic
community, together with oriental manuscripts. Of course, this is not surprising,
because several kinds of historical documents are considered important historical
legal sources for studying statehood, the history of social and economic relations
and 1ssues of cultural and spiritual life.

Announcement of Tashkent as the «Capital of Islamic Culture» by UNESCO
in 2007 and the Decree no. 828 of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan «On
Preparation and Implementation of Celebration of 2200 Years of Anniversary of
Tashkent City» of April 2, 2008'%, raised the investigations on the history of
Tashkent to a new level. At the same time, it came with new responsibilities for
historians such as the introduction of new sources on the topic and shedding light
on untapped aspects of the history of Tashkent.

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The research understaken for this dissertation serves to implement the tasks
stated in the regulatory documents mentioned above, and as defined by the
Government of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

Relevance of research to the priority areas of science and technology
development of the Republic. The dissertation was implemented in accordance
with the development of priority trend I. «Development of democratic and legal
society with moral and cultural values, formation of innovative economy of science
and technology».

Review of foreign scientific research in the field of the dissertation'*.
Investigations on Central Asian waqf ownership have been undertaken in leading
scientific research centers around the world, in particular in the Department of Near
Eastern Languages and Literature of New York University, Department of Near
Eastern Studies of Princeton University (U.S.A), Institute of Islamic studies of
Martin-Luther-University and Department of Oriental and Islamic Studies of Ruhr
University Bochum (Germany), Department of Asian Studies of Otemon-Gakuin
University (Japan), Department of Near and Middle Eastern Civilizations of
Toronto University (Canada), Institute of Iranian Studies of Austrian Academy of
Science (Austria), Center of Oriental Manuscripts and Instute of History
(Uzbekistan).

As a result of the research analyses in the above mentioned institutions on the
history of Central Asian waqf ownership, following scientific results were
obtained'?’: it was proven the social-economic basis of the activities of Khwajah
Ahrar (1404-1490) waqf properties (New York University, U.S.A); was enlightened
the lives in cities and historical topography in 16™-17" centuries based on wagqf
documents (Princeton University, U.S.A); was clarified the features of
wagqf-namahs of Bukhara region during 19"-20" centuries (Martin-Luther
Universitat, Germany); was identified the reasons of the growth of cash waqf in
Khiva Khanate (Ruhr Universitdt Bochum, Germany); was revealed the role of the
wagqf properties of ‘Alishir Nawai (1441-1501) and Muhammad Parsa (1348-1420)
in the development of cultural life (Toronto University, Canada); was scientifically
proven the traditions of constituting the final part of Central Asian wagqgf-namahs
(Otemon-Gakuin University, Japan); was enlightened the reasons of social-judicial
problems of the waqf economies in Turkistan (Institut fiir [ranistik, Austria).

At present time the researches on the history of Central Asian waqf economies
are being conducted on the following priority fields: enlightening the organizational
aspects of the management of the waqf economy; the usage of the cash waqf and
the impact of the wagqf institute in the development of economic and cultural life.

The degree of study of the problem. The subject of waqf has been studied by
historians around the world historiography for long time. Specifically, the history
of wagqf relations in Central Asia has been studied for nearly a century and half.
Therefore, it is better to divide existing literature on the subject into two parts. The

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first part includes the works that are dedicated to the legal or theoretical issues
pertaining to waqf ownership. Although the studies in this category are not
necessarily focussed directly on Central Asian waqf ownership, because of their
belonging to the same Hanafi School (madhhab) and because of geographical
proximity, it is important to study such connections and comparisons can be
legitimately made. For instance, in his article, J. Krcsmarik studied waqf on the
basis of the major scholars of Hanafi School'’. Moreover, B. Johanson’s research
on land tax and tenure affairs, which cover waqf ownership, is also considered a
seminal work!. Scholars such as F. Kopriilii, J. Schacht, K.S. Ann Lambton,
M.Gil and N. Oberauer studied the formation of the earliest waqf properties and
their legal status'’’. Also M. Shatzmiller and A. Layish studied public (wagf-i
khairi) and family waqf (waqf-i awladr) ownership'*®, C. Werner, H. Gerber and M.

Hoexter looked at the role of waqf properties in social lives of cities'**, J.E.

Mandaville and M. Cizakga studied the development of cash waqfs'>>.

The second category covers the studies that are devoted directly to the history
of Central Asian waqf ownership. In the dissertation, based on the approaches to
wagf issues, the studies in this category are further sub-divided into four groups,
related to: the colonial period (A.L. Kun, V.P. Nalivkin, V.L. Vyatkin), the Soviet
period (P.P. Ivanov, O.D. Chekhovich, R.N. Nabiev, R.G. Mukminova, Z.A.
Kutbaev, G.A. Juraeva, A. Shaykhova), the post-independence period (G.A.
Juraeva, O. Jalilov, .LA. Alimov, S.D. Boltaboev, B.B. Mallaboev end etc.) and
foreign studies (R.D.Mc Chesney, E.M. Subtelny, Jo-Ann Gross, F. Schwarz, P.
Sartori, I. Kenichi and Ph. Reichmuth).

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The aim of the research is to explore the changes, traditions and problems of
wagqf households in Tashkent in the 16™ - early 20" centuries based on historical
documents.

The tasks of the research:

To analyze the studies on the history of Central Asian waqf affairs and to draw
general conclusions;

To define the preservation conditions and quantity of the historical documents
on Tashkent waqf households and to introduce new documents on socio-political,
economic and cultural life to the scientific community;

To investigate the paleographic and diplomatic features of the historical
documents related to waqf ownership of the territory under study; To describe the
reasons, functions and working principles historical documents on the waqf
ownership;

To investigate the sociopolitical and administrative-territorial condition of the
Tashkent historical-cultural region during the 16™-19" centuries; To investigate the
activities of gadi courts in the region, exploring the changes during the periods of
Khanates and Colonial times;

To explore the condition of the public (wagf-i khairi) and family (wagf-i
awladr) waqfs, administrative traditions and economic problems (purchase and
sale, rent, tax) during the 16"- early 20" centuries;

To investigate the reforms introduced in the field of waqf during the colonial
times and their effects on internal and external problems.

The object of the research is the waqf economies of the Tashkent historical
cultural region.

Subject of the research is the history and transformation of Tashkent waqf
economies and social-economic relations connected with them.

Methods of the research. During the research, the author made extensive use
of various methods including, microhistory, prosopography, comparative analysis
and statistical analysis.

Scientific novelty of the research work is as follows:

Transformation of paleographic and diplomatic features of historical
documents were explained, particularly document papers and writing style,
languages and structure of documents were investigated;

The reasons of the formation of legal acts on waqf sphere, their function and
importance for the management of the waqf economy were identified; It is revealed
that downsizing and decreasing of arable waqf lands in Tashkent region which



began in the second half of the 19" century with reduction of land resources were
linked with the changing of social structure of waqf founders; Based on statistical
analyses of the wagf-namahs, declining of the establishment of new waqfs as a
consequence of changing attitudes of the government and population towards a
wagqf property, after the investigations of the waqf properties in 1887, was verified;
In the waqf ownership of Tashkent, unlike other parts of Central Asia, the
absence of mortgage conditional sale — bai -i ja iz — in practice, less popularity of
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cash waqf endowments and wagf-i awladr, unlike Khivan khanate and Bukharan
emirate, were proven;

Practical results of the research work:

During the research, 167 wagqgf-namah, 62 bai‘“-i batt (deed of sale), 60 hukm
(court order), 42 riwayah (fatwa document), 39 khatt-i igrar (acknowledgement
letter), 28 khatt-i ijarah (rent contract), 6 khatt-i wakalat (attorney letter), 3 khatt-i
da ‘wa (claim) and 72 legal acts or royal deeds (farman, yarliq, manshir, nishan,
hukm-namah, ‘indayat-namah, mubarak-namah) that related to Tashkent waqf
households during the 16™— early 20" centuries were identified;

An information database, which brings clarification on the historical
documents in the field of administrative condition, historical topography,
architectural objects and their localisations and activity of historic figures of the
region during the 16™-19" centuries, the period hardly prescribed in the historical
sources, was created.

The reliability of the results of research. The history of Tashkent waqf
ownership is based on the research conducted on related documents in gadi courts,
government administrative courts and legal acts as well. The first group of these
documents are directly related to the Tashkent historical-cultural territory and
located in state institutions and private collections in Tashkent'*, Samarkand'*’ and
Saint-Petersburg'*®. The second group of documentsconsist of historical documents
related to Bukhara, Samarkand, Khorazm, Qashqadarya and Fergana valley
territories. These documents are used to make comparative study of the particular
issue and to draw necessary conclusions'*’.

Theoretical and practical significance of the study. Theoretical significance
of the study is explained with its use in methodologic approaches in studying the
history Central Asian waqf ownership and improving theoretical conclusions on
wagqf relations.

The practical significance of the study is that it can serve to enhance the
implementation of purposeful government programs devoted for studying the
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history of Statehood in Uzbekistan, the improvement of spirituality of the society
and the investigation and reconstruction of cultural heritage objects as well.
Implementation of the research results.

The results of the dissertation were introduced in an effort to develop an
online database of Central Asian documents in the Asnad.org project at the
University of Marburg, Germany, which developed in an attempt to alleviate
difficulties in doing research and gaining primary access to the historical Persian
documents in the Muslim Orient (the Letter from University of Marburg on
10.06.2016). For instance, more than 10 documents, related to the Tashkent region,
were analyzed and their digital texts placed in the official internet site of the project
(asnad.org). The project gives opportunity to promote and simplify the exploration
of the Central Asian historical documents in the global arena.

The research results had been used in comparative study of waqf properties in
Bukharan emirate and Khivan khanate with the those in Tashkent during the
fundamental project of FA-F8-043-«History of Bukharan emirate and Khivan
khanate in last quarter of the 19" century and the beginning of the 20™ century»
(2007-2011) at the History Institute of the Academy of Science of the Republic
Uzbekistan (the Letter FTQ-0313/489 from Committee for Coordination of Science
and Technologies Development). Implementation of the scientific results gave the
research team the opportunity to interpret legal acts, the chancellery system and
gadi documents as juridic document and written sources, as well as wider analyses
of waqf ownership in socio-economic life of Central Asia.

The results of research into nine architectural heritage sites in Tashkent city
and province were included in the database of passport-information of the
architectural monuments of Principle Scientific-Production Department for the
preservation and utilization of objects of cultural heritage under the Ministry of
Culture and Sport of the Republic of Uzbekistan (the Letter NeO1-11-08-1670 from
Ministry of Culture and Sport Affairs RUz. on 25.03.2016). This new information
made great contributions for the proper maintenance of the architectural
monuments, promoting the original histories of these sites and the development
tourism industry in the region.

The results obtained also were used to shed light on the history of mosque and
madrasa by the Committee on Religious Affairs under the Cabinet of Ministries of



the Republic of Uzbekistan (the Letter Ne3383 from Committee on Religious
Affairs on 17.06.2016). In particular, it gave an opportunity to explore the history
of mosque and madrasahs in Tashkent city and region based on historical sources

and through the creation of their official web pages.
The approbation of the research results. Results of the research were presented
in 20 scientific conferences, including 7 international conferences: «Problems of
the Study of the Doctrine and Legacy of Khoja Ahmad Yasavi» (Turkistan,
Kazakhstan 2008), «Uzbekiston poytakhti Toshkent 2200 yoshda» (Tashkent,
2009), «Social History of Modern Central Asia. A Focus on Arabic script
Documents 18%-20" centuries» (Halle, Germany 2009), «Uluslararasi Hoca Ahmed
Yesevi Semposyumu» (Istanbul, Turkey 2010), «31* German Congress of
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Oriental Studies» (Marburg, Germany 2010), «Istochnikovedenie i istoriografiya
stran Azii 1 Afriki» (Saint-Petersburg, Russia 2011), «Problemy diplomatiki,
kodikologii 1 aktovoi arkheografii» (Moscow, Russia 2012) and 13 scientific
practical conferences in the Republic of Uzbekistan.

Publication of the research results. On the topic of the dissertation overall
62 scientific works were published, of these, two monographs and 12 scientific
article were published in the journals recommended by the Supreme Attestation
Commission of the Republic of Uzbekistan for publishing basic scientific results of
doctoral dissertations, including 10 national and 2 international journals.

The volume and the structure of the dissertation. The dissertation consists
of an introduction, four chapters, conclusion, the list of references and appendices
pages. The size of research constituent of the dissertation is 254 pages.

THE MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

The significance of the topic in the introduction part determines the aim and
goals, objects and subjects of the present study. The study shows its concordance
with the development of priority trends of science and technology in the Republic
of Uzbekistan and demonstrates its scientific contribution and results. Based on
consistent results of the study, the research manifests its theoretical and practical
significance explicitly. Practical implementation of the research results, its
approbation, results, published works and steps of structure of dissertation are
mentioned.

The first chapter of the dissertation, «Historiography of the waqf ownership
in Central Asia and theoretical issues of studying the field related historical
documents», was dedicated to the historiography of the field, preservation
conditions of the related historical documents and their paleographic and
diplomatic analyses. Waqf ownership of the Central Asia is visibly understudied
compared to the state of the field in other Islamic countries'*’. Nevertheless, the
studies implemented in this field until now are different based on their goals and
aims. Therefore, the state of the research is analyzed by dividing it into 4 different



chronological groups such as colonial, soviet, post-soviet era and foreign
researchers and concluded accordingly. Although the first group of publications
was scientific in character, their authors (A.L. Kuhn, N.P. Ostroumov, V.P.
Nalivkin, and V.L. Viatkin) wrote their works in an era of colonialism and were
partially influenced by Russian Orientalist ideology. Some members of these group
of scholars paid attention to the utilization of statistical facts for sheding light on
waqgf issues (P.I. Khomutov, A. Moskal’tsev, P.V. Blagoveshchenski, M.N.
Rostislavov, A.P. Khoroshkhin and etc.). The only link between them was their
attempts to find «positive» solution to the existing issues of the waqf system.
The second group of studies were implemented in 1918-1928 as part of the
measures adopted for finding solutions in the context of waqf reforms (V.L. Viatkin
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and P.P. Ivanov). In the second half of the 20" century, the fields of archeography,
diplomatics and medieval history were developed (O.D. Chekhovich, R.G.
Mukminova, Z.A. Kutibaev, R.N. Nabiev, B.A. Qozoqov, A. Shaykhova, G.A.
Juraeva and etc.). Thus, a number of studies were undertaken in the field of Central
Asian waqf ownership in the former Soviet Union Republics (O.G. Bolshakov, J.Z.
Buniatov, T.B. Gasanov, E.A. Davidovich, V.K. Shukhovtsov, A. Kushmatov)

During the post-Soviet era, the field of waqf studies attracted much broader
attention and the volume of studies increased (G.A. Juraeva, O. Jalilov, LA.
Alimov, S.D. Boltaboev, B.B. Mallaboev, H. Turaev, E.E. Karimov and etc.).
Consequently, scholarly knowledge of waqf was enriched with the discovery and
analyses of new documents related to the khanates and the colonial times under the
Turkestan Governor-Generalship. However, studies were limited in their
chronological scope within the 19" century and the beginning of the 20" century.

Studies of the foreign scholars have covered the issues of waqf ownership at
the pre-Mongols and the Timirids periods (M. Khadr, E.C. Bosworth, E.M.
Subtelny, Jo-Ann Gross), the role of waqf ownership in social and cultural-spiritual
life R.D. Mc Chesney, J. Paul, D. DeWeese, F. Schwarz, L. Stacy) and the
problems of wagf-namahs (Ph. Reichmuth, I. Kenichi). Some works devoted on the
reforms and state of waqf ownership during 1867-1928 years were also published
(P. Sartori, N. Pianciola, D. Yaroshevski, S.N. Abashin, P.P. Litvinov, T. Welsford,
B. Penati).

In the second paragraph of first chapter preserving conditions of the numerous
historical documents related Tashkent waqf households from Central State Archive
of the Republic of Uzbekistan, al-Beruni Center for Oriental Manuscripts,
Samarqand State United Historical-Architectural and Art Reserve Museum, the
State Museum of History of Uzbekistan, and Institute of Oriental Manuscripts of
the Russian Academy of Science in Saint Petersburg and private collections have
been analyzed. During the process of undertaking research in above mentioned
archives, more than 3000 historical documents of the Tashkent historical region,



written in Persian and Turkic languages with Arabic scripts, were analyzed. In a
result, 700 documents of more than twenty different types which are directly
related to the Tashkent region during the time period of the 16" — early 20" centuries
were selected. These are 167 wagqf-namahs, 62 bay‘-i bdtt, 60 hukm, 42 riwayah,
39 khatt-i igrar, 28 khatt-i ijarah, 6 khatt-i wakalat, 3 khatt-i da ‘wa and 72 legal
acts (yarlig, manshir, nishan, hukm-namah, ‘inayat-namah, mubarak namah), as
well as 122 petition letters (‘arizah, ‘arz, ‘arz-namah) related to colonial time, 44
reports from gadis (rabiirt - russ. raport), 17 reference papers (ma ‘lium-namah -
russ. spravka), 12 receipt (til-khatt), 7 agreement letters (ittifag namah - russ.
prigovor’), T report from mutawalli (hisab-namah-yi mutawalli), 7 list (rity-khatt),
dozens of permissions orders (ijazat-namah, shahadat-namah) of the heads of
volost’s and uyezds.

Paleographic features of the Central Asian documents in Arabic alphabet have
not been studied compare to its analogues in Minor Asia or Iran. In fact, in doing
research on diplomatics, implementation of paleographic analyzes of the documents
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in the earlier stages of the research works would be an expedient'*'. The
effectiveness of this approach in the Islamic diplomatics was proven in the
researches of the scholars such as L. Fekete, H. Busse, M. Gronke and H.
Hermann'*?. Therefore, in the third section of of this chapter, essential paleographic
(external) and diplomatics (internal) features of historical document were analyzed.
Because, making correct decisions based on these signs is one of the crucial means
in determining the time period and the region that the document was belong. By
considering this aspect of the issue, in this dissertation, special attention was given
to the types of papers measures, style, language, construction of context and
utilization of seals of the historical documents related to waqf economies.

According to the results, during the 16"-18" centuries in Central Asia, mostly
traditional papers of Samarkand, Bukhara and Herat were used and partially
brought from Europe. Starting from a second quarter of 19" century Khiigand
papers and since the 60s of the 19" century Russian/European factory-made papers
were widespread. The dimensions of the documents developed according to their
type and the time. Yarligs of the 16™-19™ centuries were bigger and nishans, hukm
namahs and ‘inayat-namahs were smaller than yarligs. Dimensions of the wagf
namahs of the notables’ families during the 16™-18" centuries were longer as scroll
and starting from the 19"century it considerably decreased and shapes of the paper
changed. However, unlike wagf-namahs, dimensions of the riwayah papers were
increased 2-3 times in the 19" century. Style and language of the documents also
changed frequently. Starting from the 16™ century, naskh and thulth writing styles
which were prevailed in the Royal and gadi chancellery’s were gradually changed
with nasta‘lig style. At the end of 17" century this process was completed.
According to the different reasons, the documents written in thulth, diwani and
shikastah are often present in this period of time'*. However, it was not rare case



as it can be seen in any region which had experienced the changing of writing
style'*. Starting from 19" century, nasta‘li as more convenient style was
prevailed in the region.

During the Shibanid/Abu’l-Khayrid dynasty (1500-1599), legal acts in
Tashkent, unlike in the other districts, were in Turkic and Persian and gadr
documents were written in Persian. The reason for this was considerably higher
position of Turkic language in the Tashkent compared to other regions. During the
Ashtarkhanids /Ttqay-Timurids (1599-1747) and in the Khiigand khanate (Mings,
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1709-1876), legal acts and courts documents were written in Persian language.
After 1865, Turkic (Uzbek) language was chosen as a mediatory language between
the state administration and the population. However, transition process to Turkic
language was not easy for gdadi-courts. Because, it was almost impossible to
quickly set to practice the Turkic equivalent of Arab-Persian legal phrases that
developed through the centuries. Therefore bilingualism appeared in court records.

Seals and stamps (tamghah) in the diplomatic are essential primarily for
juridical assertion of the documents. Information on the repertory of the seals is
important as written source. In the dissertation, descriptions of seals and labels of
officials in the rulers, courts, governors and various other posts that often present in
the historical documents related to waqf economies were studied. Concluding
remarks were given about their evolution, chronology and utilization traditions.

When mentioned as an internal signs of the documents it means internal parts
of the documents. Specialists urge to divide the Central Asian documents into three
(initial, main body and conclusion) parts'*>. One of the important features of the
internal parts of the documents are utilization of explication texts obtained from
Qur’an, hadiths and poems. Verses from Qur’an and hadiths were used to justify
the particular document in terms of the Islamic creeds. For instance, a hadith
mentioning when a Muslim dies all his deeds come to end except ongoing charity,
beneficial knowledge and righteous child, has strong presence in Central Asian
wagqf-namahs since the 16™ century (may be even earlier). Hemistiches and
distiches mostly, in the introductory part of the waqf-namahs of the members of the
upper class, functioned as consultatory together with esthetic decoration of the
documents. Supposedly, approximately since the time of the Timirids, two



particular poems became popular in wagf-namah writing. First of them is:

Nigar-i man ki ba maktab na-raft wa khatt na-nawisht,

Ba ghamza-yi mas’alaamiiz sad mudarris shud.

This distich was encountered in wagf-namahs of 15"century — Ishratkhanah
and Khwajah Ahrar’'*. Afterwards, it was used in the wagf-namahs of madrasahs
(in Tashkent in the wagf-namahs of ‘Isa-bik dadkhwah, 1855; ‘Isa-khwajah gadi
kalan, 1847, Fadil-bik dastirkhwanchi, 1855; Mirza Ahmad giish-bigt, 1857). In
this distich which was originated from Hafiz Shirazi (1325-1390), prophet
Muhammad (sav) was mentioned.

The second poem is in Persian-Arabic and related to two

authors: Khayma-yi uns ma-zan bar dar-i in kuhnah rabat'?’.

Innama al-dunyd fana’un laysa li-d-dunya thubiitun,

Innama al-dunya ka-bayti nasjatahu al- ‘ankabiit.

The Persian hemistich in the first part is related to famous poet Khwajah
Kermani (1280-1352). In some occasions this hemistich comes alone in the
documents. The latter, an Arabic distich is quite popular and supposedly written by
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Hadrat ‘Al (appr. 600-661)'*®. Above mentioned poems, together or individually,
appears in the wagf-namahs written outside Tashkent, including Bukharan emirate,
Khiigand and Khiva khanates during the 18™-19" centuries'®’. Following distich
written in the genre of consultatory is also often used in wagf-namahs writing:

Hayyat-i rizgar ba bala-yi hich kas,

Pirahant na-dicht ki ii-ra qabd na-kard.

Current distich was taken with some changes from the diwans of famous
poets’ Haqani (1121-1190) and Shams Tabrizi (appr. 1185-1248)"°. O.D.
Chekhovich paid attention to the sale documents which in Bukhara they began with
introduction part and in Fergana Valley with prescription of the object. According
to her, starting from the 17"century, Ferganian style was absorbed by some of the
Bukharan documents'®'. However, these assumptions are controversial in terms of
wagqf-namah and bai -i batt documents. Primarily, it is challenging task to identify
the place of origin and territories where it spread later. Because, the former style
mentioned by O.D. Chekhovich was widespread outside of Bukhara, in the
territories of Tashkent, Shahrisabz, Samarkand, Khorazm'**. Special peculiarities
attached to the texts of the bai ‘-i batt documents created in Tashkent Shar‘ia courts
at the end of the 18" century and the first quarter of the 19" century. These features
are explained with existence of special vacant place at the top of the document for
seals to be stamped'>. At the end of the 18" century and the beginning of 19™
century Central Asian Shar‘ia court documents experienced some contextual



changes. Particularly, traditions of writing riwayah about correctness of the
agreement on the edge or at the end of wagf-namah or bai *-i batt documents during
the 17"-18" centuries and listing of the names who were present during the
agreement were ceased from utilization in the 19" century.

In the second chapter, «Tashkent historical-cultural region and the
documents related to the administrative structurey, firstly socio-political and
administrative position of Tashkent region during the 16™-19" centuries are studied
based on narrative sources and historical documents. Strategically important
geographic location of the Tashkent oasis was essential asset and gave great
opportunities to the governors Suyiinch-khwajah-khans (1503-1509, 1512-1525)
clan of Shibanid dynasty. After Suytnch-khwajah-khan his sons Kildi Muhammad
sultan (1525-1533) and Nawriiz Ahmad — Baraqg-khan (1533-1551), sons of Baraq
khan — Darwish-khan (1551-1579) and Baba sultan (1579-1582) came to power in
Tashkent administration (mulk-i Tashkand). The Tashkent administrative region
consisted of the central (Tashkent, Shahrukhiyah), northern (Yasi/Turkistan,
Sighnaq, Sabran, Sayram) and eastern (Akhsi, Andijan) territories. Its ruler was

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called «king of Tashkent» (padisah-i Tashkand) and «ruler of Tashkent» (wali-yi
Tashkand)"*. During the period Ashtarkhanid rule, the territory under Tashkenti
administration decreased as an administrative unit. In this time, the princes who
appointed for Tashkent administration controlled the region that included Tashkent
oasis and Turkistan.

The dissertation includes the analyses of the political and economic crisis in
Tashkent during the second half of the 18"century, independent state of Yiinus
khwajah (1787-1803), administrative and territorial changes of Tashkent during its
time under the Khiigand khanate. For example, at the end of the 18" century,
Quramah province was created in the territory of Shahrukhiyah. There were 24
fortresses in Quramah province and the Kirawchi fortress was considered as the
place of residence of the governor'”. Qiiramah province also included Abliq,
Tilaw, Tamah, Bukah fortresses which all of their rulers were appointed. Turkistan,
Chimkent, Awliya-Ata and Ag-Masjid were considered northern administrative
centers and their governors were appointed by ruler of Khiigand khanate or
governor of Tashkent.

Second section of this chapter also includes the analyzes the yarlig-type of
documents, which were given to the waqf administrations by the rulers of



Shibanids (1500-1599), Ashtarkhanids (1599-1747), Manghits (1747-1920), Mings
(1709-1876) and local governors. These yarlig-type of documents were analyzed as
legal acts and they comprise of: siz, farman, yarliq, hukm-namah, parwanchah,
nishan, manshir, ‘indyat-namah and ‘inayat-namah. According to L. Fekete,
although these types of documents are called in different names in Arabic (hukm,
amr), Persian (farman, nishan, parwanah) and Turkic (siiz, yarliq, biyrigq), their
meanings and goals are the same'*°. The scarcity of yarlig-type documents in the
Tashkent waqf administration before the 19" century does not mean their non
existence in the region. Because, the content of the yarl/igs which related to the
period of the Shibanids and Ashtarkhanids were rewritten by the colonial court
administrators. For example, 10 of the 14 rewritten documents of Shaykh Zain ad
Din-baba shrine in Tashkent, 15 yarligs of Ibrahim-shaykh shrine in Ty-tipah,
approximately 37 documents of Baba Machin shrine in Parkent were considered as
yarlig-type of documents of the 16™-18" centuries'>’.

Preserved original legal acts of the 16™ 18™ centuries were given by ‘Abd
Allah-khan (1583-1598), Imam-qili-khan (1611-1641), Subkhan-qtli-khan (1681-
1702), ‘Ubayd Allah-khan (1702-1711), Shah Murad-bi (1785-1800) and by other
local governors as well. For the period of the Khiigand khanate, yarligs and
‘indyat-namahs which were given by all khans starting from Narbutah-b1 (1763-
1798) and ‘Umar-khan (1809-1822) until Sultan Sayyid-khan (1863-1865) and also
the governors of Tashkent and Quramah are preserved sufficiently. According to
the analyses of legal acts, these documents cover following three aspects of waqf
ownership:
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1) acknowledgment of particular object (land, water-works and other type of
immovable properties) as a waqf;

2) relieving the waqf lands of particular tax and obligations;

3) appointment of mutawalli, indicating his (her) authority and
responsibilities;

4) determination of distribution of waqf revenue.

Third paragraph of the second chapter is devoted to administrative and official
structural documents. These types of documents pertain to Colonial administration
of Tashkent during the 1865-1917 were divided into two different periods. The first
period is related to the administration of M.G. Cherniaev (1828-1898), military
governor of Turkestan province (1865-1867) which was created under the
Orenburg General-Governorship in February 12, 1865. The waqf-related
documents of this period such as decrees, orders and other type of resolution
documents were written in Persian and Turkic languages and endorsed by the
oriental stamps of M.G. Cherniaev. In this time, Chief justice (gadi-kalan) of
Tashkent, Hakim-khwajah ishan (d. 1870) also had large authority. He could



produce the historical documents of waqf households himself or together with M.G.
Cherniaev.

The second round of documents are related to the state courts of the Turkestan
General-Governorship (1867-1917) which was established in July 11, 1867. These
documents represent the attitudes of the state organizations and inter-relations of
waqf administrations with General-Governor, provincial governor, heads of
Tashkent city and districts and district justices as well. Moreover, during this time,
some of the historical documents of the waqf ownership had been restructured and
the new kinds appeared. Especially preexisted format of the petition ( ‘ardah-dasht)
document was converted into the new form and meaning with the mixture of
Russian (European) business procedures and traditional documentation culture.
Since then, these documents became known with ‘aridah, ‘ard-namah, ‘ard and
remained one of the most circulated documents among all hierarchies of the state
organizations. In waqf ownership, these document were mostly used by three
different social groups — waqf administrators (mutawalli and their agents),
economic beneficiaries of waqf household (descendants of founder - wagif,
mudarris, imam and muezzin) and users of waqf property (leaser - musta jir,
sharecropper - karandah) to address higher government officials (heads of city,
chief of provincial administration - volost’, uyezd, oblast’ governors and General
Governor). In this section, alliance agreements (ittifag-namah) of various active
social groups of the colonial time, gadis’ reports (raburt - Russ. raport), certificate
(shahdadat-namah), dozens of permissions (ijazat-namah), registries of waqf
properties (riy-khatt), accounting books of the mutawallis (hisab-namah-yi
mutawalli) are special studied-closely analyzed.

In the third chapter, «Qadr court documents about waqf relations: content,
function and modus operandi» the author focuses on gadi documents that related
to waqf ownership, their content, functions and modus operandi. The first section
examines the history of gadi courts in the Tashkent city and province. The activities
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of gadi courts are investigated on the basis of yarlig-type of documents
appointment documents of Tashkent gadis and muftis on a post, documents of
colonial state courts and sphragistical data. P. Sartori studied gadi positions and
their mandates based on 6 yarligs on appointment of gdadis in Tashkent during
1821-1864 and gave his opinion about them'*®. In the present dissertation, the
author identifies and analyzes numerous sphragistic materials and 15 yarlig-type of
documents which were given by rulers of Khiigand and Tashkent governors during
1810-1864 years to appoint gadis and muftis in Tashkent. The results reveal that
there were separate activities of gadi-kalan, gadr al-qudat, qadi and gadi ‘askar in
Tashkent city and the province. Sometimes, these positions were given together
with ra’is and sadr positions. Their mandates and jurisdictions were defined by
khans or governors. Muftis and their leader a ‘lams were actively present beside the
qgadis. Qadis, a‘lams and muftis, besides their job, also taught as mudarris and
administered waqf properties as mutawallis.



It is clear that after the reforms of judiciary system of Turkestan in 1867,
three-year election system was established'””. Thus, since 1867, the four regular
courthouses were emerged in Sibzar, Shaykh Khwawand Tahtr, Bishyaghach and
Kikchah districts (dahah) of Tashkent city. In the courthouses permanent registers
of transactions and decisions (kniga aktov, kniga resheniy; akt daftar, hukm daftar)
were established. After the death of Hakim-khwajah gadi-kalan, a chief justice, in
1870, this position was permanently demolished. In 1884, according to the
suggestions of Commission for Establishment of Religious Administration in
Turkestan, four gadis were appointed in Tashkent city (including Niyaz-bik and
Zangi ata villages) and eleven gadis to Quramah wuyezd (Kuraminski uyezd, after
1887 Tashkentski uyezd)'®. It was determined that every gadi was assisted with one
a ‘lam and two muftis. Later, it was prohibited for gadi, a’lam and mufftis to perform
the activities as mudarrises and mutawallis'®'. The assembly’s of gadis (s “ezd
kaziev), in the form of collegial nature, was consisted of district gadis in Tashkent
and volost’ gadis in the province. Their leader was called sadr-nishin who usually
elected among them. Qadis of the Tashkent city held meetings twice a week and
those in the province had four times in a month.

In this chapter, waqf-namahs and other historical documents related gadi-court
are analyzed in separate section. The author identified 167 wagf-namahs (original
and duplicate) which are directly related to the topic. From them, 129 wagf-namahs
from Tashkent city and 38 wagf-namahs are from provincial areas. The number of
wagqf-namahs in our possession is very close to the ones in the 80’s of the 19"
century. During his inspection of wagf-namahs in Tashkent city and the province in
1887, P.V. Blagoveshchenski registered 109 in the city and 94 in the province

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wagqf-namahs respectively'®®. There is no big difference (129 to 109) between the
waqf-namahs of the waqf economies within the territory of the city. The small
difference was emerged with the creation of about a dozen of wagf-namahs after
1887. The difference in numbers of provincial wagf-namahs (38 to 94) was
appeared as P.V. Blagoveshchenski included in his calculations the documents of
Khujand and Bik-abad territories which was later excluded from Tashkent uyezd.
Among the old wagf-namahs of the Tashkent region, we have information
about the wagf-namah of Khwajah Ahrar, created before his death in 1490 to the
benefit of Tashkent Friday mosque and madrasah. In her works, O.D. Chekhovich
used duplicate version of the year 1533 of this wagf-namah. As she could not locate
the version of 1875, she had to use the content that published by V.V. Bartol’d'®.
During my research, I found and analyzed the 1875 version of this wagf-namah



together with 1923 version which was copied in the Tashkent city Waqf department
in the Central Archive of the Republic of Uzbekistan. However, the fate of the
original copies of some wagf-namahs still remains unknown. Nevertheless, in the

1880’s, the brief translations of those wagf-namahs were recorded. For example,
1423 versions of the Shah ‘Abd al-Malik-baba shrine in Urta-saray and 1556
version of Baba-Machin shrine in Parkent are among the recorded wagf-namahs'®*.

Original versions of the wagf-namahs of the Shibanid Darwish-khan in 1569
to the benefit of Kiikaldash madrasah and family waqfs of Mullah Sayyid
Muhammad in 1657 and Muhammad-‘Isa, son of stfi poet Mawlana Kharabatt
(16™-17" centuries) in 1635 are well preserved. Copy versions of waqf-namahs of
the properties of Nazar-bi in 1653 to the benefit of his descendants and wagf
namahs of Ishan-gudhar neighborhood mosque which were made in 1748 and 1749
are preserved.

The existence of large of numbers of wagf-namahs of Tashkent historical
region in our possession allows us to produce reliable conclusions through their
statistical analyses. For instance, of these wagf-namahs, 66 of them were produced
from the 16" century till 1865 and 101 wagf-namahs are related to the period of
1865-1917. Beneficiaries of these wagf-namahs are as following: 117 mosques, 29
madrasahs, 11 recitation houses (qari-khanah), 4 shrines (mazars), 2 khanaqgahs, 1
recitation for khwajahs (khatm-i khwdjagan) and 3 of them for the benefits of
descendants (wagf-i awlad). Special waqf properties that allocated for khatm-i
khwajagan are rare in other areas of the Central Asia (usually they were included in
the mosque waqfs). However, family waqfs in Tashkent (2%) are unique with their
extremely small number compared to the ones in the territories of Khiva and
Bukhara. During the 19" century, there were no waqf properties allocated as family
wagqf by the stipulations of the waqf-founder. Moreover, the number of registered
female wagifs (overall 5%) is considerably small compared to the neighboring
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areas. Meanwhile, in the Ottoman Empire, the contribution of the female wagifs
reached to 25-40% of overall wagifs'®. Our analyses also reveal the changing
processes in social strata of founders of waqf properties. Contribution among the
wagqifs was as following: rulers and various functionaries — 24 (15%), ishans — 22
(14%), middle class population — 116 (69%), unknowns — 4 (2%). Collaborative
endowment making custom among the middle class population was notably begun
to increase after the second half of the 19" century.

The results of statistical analyses confirm that establishment of wagqf
endowments during the period of 1860-1880 increased several times compared to
previous times, however it decreased sharply after the investigation of waqf



properties in 1887'®. This process can be clearly viewed by observing the average
number waqf establishments through the decades after the period of time when it
increased sharply. For example, there were 8 new endowments established annually
during the 30’s of the 19t century, 1.5 1n 40’s, 2 in 50’s, 3.3 in 60’s, 3.4 in 70’s, 4.7
in 80’s and 0.2 in 90’s of the same century. In fact, waqf establishment rate was 6.1
in a year during the period of 1880-1887, however, the reason of sharp fall of this
rate during this decade was the result of sudden decrease in endowment making in
1888-89 (only 2 wagqfs in two years) (See: Figure 1.).
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Figure 1. Dynamics of waqf establishment in Tashkent.

Another reason behind the fall of the establishment of new waqfs was the
changing attitude of the existing regime and population to the waqf property. On
the other hand, this process may be echoed by the ongoing changes in the economic
system of the Russian Empire. Because, acute decline in establishment of waqfs
was noted in the other territories of the Russian empire in 1871 and 1893 compared
to the past'®’. On the contrary, a new wagqf establishment deeds was continued as
usual in Khiva and Bukhara.

In Tashkent, arable lands, orchards and other immovable properties - courtyard
property, barn, shop, bathhouse, watermill and oil mill were considered
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popular types of the properties for waqf endowment making. Although the money
wagqf properties were noted, cash waqf endowment making (only 4 out of 167) was
very small compare to Bukhara and Khiva. According to F. Schwarz, the expansion
of trade and improvement of money circulation caused to increase of chash waqf
endowments in Khiva khanate'®®. However, it is impossible to justify the reasons of
limited presence of cash waqfs in Tashkent with these factors. Because, cash waqf
endowments could not get popularized as much as in Khiva or Bukhara even during
the times when Tashkent became the industrial and trade center in the second half
of the 19™ century. There are two cases of endowment of books in wagf-namahs.



However, it does not let to conclude that book waqf endowment was not prevailed
in the region. Because, according to the manuscripts which were endowed to the
madrasahs of Lashkar biklar-bigi and Ishan-quli dadkhwah, book waqf endowment
was usual case in Tashkent. For instance, the facsimile wagf-namah of Ishan-quli
dadkhwah in 1838 reveals that together with other properties, two chests of books
(other sources confirm more than 80 books) also made waqf'®’.

In the third chapter the main attention was drawn to the importance of the gadi
documents, and their function and modus operandi on waqf ownership. On this
basis, bai‘*-i batt, khatt-i ijarah, khatt-i iqrar, khatt-i da‘wa, hukm, riwayah and
khatt-i wakalat documents were analyzed. Especially, bai*-i batt (final sale
agreement) documents on waqf matters in accordance with their meaning as
follows:

1) bai‘-i batt documents of the properties which waqf administration
purchased on their own capital. The number of these documents started increasing
after the second half of the 19" century;

2) bai -i batt documents of the properties which waqf administration sold
accordingly with istibdal (renewing or exchange) conditions;

3) bai‘-i batt documents about the sale of the private properties in waqf lands.
Another type of the purchase and sale agreement was bai i ja iz (mortgage
conditional sale), mostly prevailed in Khiva khanate. Waqf related bai -i ja iz
document is not encountered in Tashkent region. Bai i ja iz documents of private
properties are rarely seen as well. For instance, there are only three bai i ja'iz
agreements encountered among 100 sale documents from Qadi-kalan collection of
Tashkent during 1820-1880'". 11 bai i ja iz agreements are encountered among
229 sale transactions that recorded in the January-July register of the gadis of
Kiikchah district in 1887'"!. Again, the same district gadi records reveal that during
the second half of the 1893, 550 bai -i batt and 390 bai *-i ja iz transactions were
registered'’>. All these show that, the number of bai “i jd iz agreements in private
property sales gradually increased during the second half of the 19" century. This
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change was not correlated with the economic situation of the region but closely
linked with religious viewpoints of the local ‘Ulama.

Khatt-i ijarah documents are considered a written agreement about the renting
of waqf property. On peculiarity of ijjarah documents of waqf ownership in
Tashkent region is in its less quantity compared to the ones in other regions. For
example, during the investigations in 1887, only 6 ijarah agreements were found
among 586 wagqf related documents of Sirdarya oblast’'”. In the dissertation, 28



ijarah agreements, related to the periods of Khiigand khanate and Colonial times,
are analyzed. Lawsuit (da ‘wd@) and judgement (hukm) documents have special
significance in analyzing the internal and external conflicts in waqf administration.
Lawsuit documents were created as a result of conflicts between waqf
administrators and the descendants of the wdagif, renters of waqf property and other
physical entities. Verdicts of gadis were developed based on the results of the
lawsuits, renewal of old wagf-namahs, appointment of mutawallis and other related
reasons. Based on preserved verdict documents, one should not conclude that the
lawsuits of these parties were only settled for the benefit of the waqf administrators.
Because, in most cases, only the verdict documents that related to the mutawallis
are preserved to this date.

Riwayah (fatwa) is the document which considered official concluding answer
of muftis on the solution of the particular matter that contains citations from figh
books as a proof'™*. Since the times of Shibanids, these types of documents that
were submitted to the courts were called riwayah'™. Riwdayahs, widespread in the
19"~ early 20" century, are considered one of the important documents in studying
the daily socio-economic issues of the population. During the analyses of this
document, there are two types of riwayahs observed. The first type of riwayahs
often comes on the edges and at the end of the documents such as waqgf-namabh,
bai *-i batt and khatt-i ijarah. The main function of these riwayahs was to prove the
accordance of the verdict (waqf, claim, rent, sale) to the Shar‘ia laws. The second
type is special riwayah that created on particular conflict on wagf administration.
Besides that, during the research, the documents such as acknowledgement (khaftt-i
igrar) and attorney letter (khatt-i wakalat) were given special analytical look and
concluding remarks on their function in the documentary system of waqf ownership
are made.

In the fourth chapter of the dissertation, «Traditions, transformation and
problems of Tashkent waqf economy», conditions of waqf households in 16™-19"
centuries were analyzed. The reason was that there was not clear perception about
the waqf ownerships before the 19" century. During our research work, we tried to
put forward several new scientific views on the activities of waqf economies for the
aforementioned period. For instance, it is clarified by us that during this time, the
wagf properties of Khwajah Ahrar in Tashkent were faced to enlarging and
